7 Hecamefor awitnessin
order to witness about the Light,
that all might believe through
him.

8 Hewasabsolutely not the
Light, but that he might witness
about the Light.

9 He was the true Light
who shinesto every man coming
into the world.

10 Hewasintheworld, and
the world through him came to
be, and the world absolutely did

5 1:5 seize, katalambanoo, literally to
take down. It is used in 15 places in the New
Covenant, and seize is the only meaning that
fits all places. It is used of the son who was
seized, or taken down by the demon in Mrk
9:18; of the woman seized in adultery in Joh
8:3-4; of darkness trying to seize the believer
in Joh 12:35; of the Sanhedrin seizing the
fact that although Peter and John were with-
out higher education, they were extremely
outspoken Acts 4:13; of Peter seizing the
truth that God does not accept faces, Acts
10:34, etc. See Acts 25:25; Rom 9:30; 1 Cor
9:24; Eph 3:18; Php 3:12, 13; 1 Thes 5:4.

gave lo them authority to become children of God

not know him.

11 Hecameto hisown, and
his own absolutely did not take
him to themselves.

12 Andasmany astook him,
he gave to them authority to be-
come children of God, to those
believing into hisname, Notemat 18:6

13 Who were born, abso-
lutely not of blood, absolutely not
of thewill of theflesh, absolutely
not of thewill of man, but of God.

14 And the Word became
flesh, and tabernacled among us
(and we looked closely at his
glory, glory asof theonly begot-
ten with the Father) full of grace
and truth.

15 John witnesses concern-
ing him, and has cried out saying,
Thiswas he of whom | said, He
coming after me, wasinfront of me,
because hewasfirst beforeme,

16 Becauseout of hisfullness
weadl havetaken, and graceontop
of grace,

17 Because the law was
given through Moses; grace and
truth came into being through
Jesus Christ.

18 Absolutely no one has
gazed at God at any time; theonly
begotten Son, who is into the
bosom of the Father, he has
brought him out.

19 And thisisthe evidence
of John, when the Jews set apart
and sent priests and Levites out
of Jerusalemin order to question
him, Who are you?

0 And he confessed, and
absolutely did not deny, but con-
fessed that, | am absolutely not
the Christ.

21 Andthey asked him, Who
then? Are you Elijah? And he
says, | absolutely amnot. Areyou
that prophet? And he answered,
Absolutely not.

22 Then they said to him,
Who areyou, so that we may give
an answer to those who sent us.
What do you say about yourself?

23 He said, | am a voice
shouting inthewasteland, Make
straight the way of the Lord, as
the prophet Isaiah said. i1sa40:3

24 And those having been
set apart and sent were of the
Pharisees.

25 Andthey questioned him,
and said to him, Why thendoyou
baptize, if you are absolutely not
the Christ, and absolutely not
Elijah, and absolutely not the
prophet?

26 Johnanswered them, say-
ing, | baptize in water, and one
stands among you, whom you
absolutely do not know;

27 Heitiswho comes after
me, who has been before me, of
whom | am absolutely not wor-
thy that | should unloosethestrap
of the shoe.

28 These things were in
Bethabara beyond Jordan where
John was baptizing.

29 The next day John looks
at Jesus coming toward him, and
says, Behold the Lamb of God,
the onelifting away thesin of the
world.
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30 Thisis he about whom |
said, After me comesamanwho
has been before me, because he
wasfirst before me.

31 And ]| absolutely did not
know him, but that he should be
made manifest to Israel; therefore
| came baptizing in water.

32 AndJohnwitnessed, say-
ing that, | attentively watched the
Spirit descending out of heaven
like a dove, and he stayed upon
him.

33 And| absolutely did not
know him, but the one sending
meto baptizein water, hesaid to
me, Upon whomever you will see
the Spirit descending and remain-
ing upon him, thisisthe one bap-
tizing inthe Holy Spirit.

34 And| have gazed at and
have witnessed that heisthe Son
of God.

35 Againthenext day after,
John stood and two of hisdisciples,

36 Andlookingat Jesuswalk-
ing, he says, Behold the Lamb of
God!

37 And the two disciples
heard him talking, and they fol-
lowed Jesus.

38 And Jesus turning
around, and looking closely at
them following, says to them,
What do you seek? And they said
to him, Rabbi (which is to say,
being interpreted, Teacher)
where do you stay?

39 He says to them, Come
and see. They came and saw
where he stayed, and stayed with
him that day; and it was about the
tenth hour.



Andrew and Simon follow Jesus; then Philip who finds Nathaniel; the wedding in Cana ~ JOHN 2

40 Andrew wasthebrother of
Simon Peter, one of the two who
heard thisfrom John, and followed
him.

41 First, he finds his own
brother, Simon, and saysto him,
We have found the Messiah,
which is, being translated, the
Christ.

42 And heled him to Jesus.
And looking at him, Jesus said,
You are Simon, the son of Jonah;
you will be called Cephas, which
trandated is, Small Rock. Notemat
16:18

43 Thefollowing day Jesus
willed to go out into Galilee, and
findsPhilip, and saysto him, Fol-
low me.

44 And Philip was from
Bethsaida, out of the city of An-
drew and Peter.

45 Philip finds Nathanael,
and saysto him, We have found
the one of whom Moseswrotein
the law, and the prophets, Jesus
the son of Joseph, the one from
Nazareth.

46 And Nathanael said to
him, Does anything inherently
good have the power to be out
of Nazareth? Philip saysto him,
Come and see.

47 Jesus saw Nathanael
coming toward him, and says
about him, Behold, truly an I sra-
elite in whom is absolutely no
baited entrapment!

48 Nathanael says to him,
From where do you know me?
Jesus answered and said to him,
Before Philip called out to you,
being under the fig tree, | saw
youl.

49 Nathanael answered and
says to him, Rabbi, you are the
Son of God; you are the King of
Isradl.

50 Jesus answered and said
to him, Because | said to you, |
saw you underneath the fig tree,
you believe?You will gaze upon
greater things than these.

51 And he says to him,
Amen, amen, | say to you, From
now on you will gaze at heaven
opened, and the heavenly mes-
sengers of God ascending and
descending upon the Son of Man.
Gen 28:12

CHAPTER 2

1 And the third day there
was awedding in Cana of Gali-
lee, and the mother of Jesuswas
there;

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JOHN 2 Jesus’ first sign at the wedding; He throws those buying and selling out of the Temple; the temple of His body

7  Jesussaystothem, Com-
pletely fill the water pots with
water. And they completely filled
them up to the top.

8 Andhesaystothem, Dip
out now, and carry to the master
of the feast. And they carried it.

9  When the master of the
feast had tasted the water that
became wine, and absolutely did
not know fromwhereit was - but
the servants who had dipped out
the water saw - the master of the
feast called out to the bride-
groom,

10 And saysto him, Every
man at the first sets on the beau-
tifully good wine, and when they
are intoxicated, then the worse;
you have kept the beautifully
good wine until just now.

11 This beginning of signs
Jesusdidin Canaof Galilee, and
manifested hisglory, and hisdis-
ciplesbelieved into him.

12 After this he went down
into Capernaum, he, and his
mother, and hisbrothers, and his
disciples, and there he absolutely
did not stay many days.

13 And the Passover of the
Jews was near, and Jesus went
up into Jerusalem,

14 And he found in the
temple those selling cattle, and
sheep, and doves, and the coin
brokers sitting,

15 Andhaving madeawhip
out of ropes, he threw them all
out of thetempl e, both the sheep,
and the cattle; and poured out the
coins of the coin brokers, and
overthrew the tables;
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16 Andtothosesdlingdoves,
he said, Take these things out of
here; do not make my Father’s
house ahouse of merchandise.

17 Andhisdisciplesremem-
bered that it is written, The zeal
of your house has eaten me
down. psa69:9

18 Then the Jews answered
and saidto him, What signdoyou
show us, since you do these
things?

19 Jesusanswveredandsaidto
them, Destroy thistemple, andin
threedays| will raiseit up.

20 Then the Jews said,
Forty-six yearsthistempleisbe-
ing built, and you will raiseit up
inthree days?

21 But he spoke about the
temple of hisbody.

22 When therefore he was
raised out of the dead, his dis-
ciples remembered that he said
thisto them, and they believed the
Scripture, and the word which
Jesus said.

23 And since he was in
Jerusalem in the Passover, many
in the feast believed into his
name, looking clearly at thesigns
which hedid.

24 And Jesus himself abso-
lutely did not trust himself to
them, because of hisknowing all
men,

25 And because he abso-
lutely had no need that any should
testify about man, because he
knew what wasin man.

CHAPTERS3

1 There was a man of the
Pharisees, hisname, Nicodemus,
aruler of the Jews,

2 He came to Jesus by
night, and said to him, Rabbi, we
seethat you have come ateacher
from God, because absolutely no
one has power to do these signs
that you do unless God is with
him.

3 Jesusansweredandsaidto
him, Amen, amen, | say to you,
Unlessoneisbegottenfrom above’
he absol utely does not have power
to seethekingdom of God.

4 Nicodemus says to him,
How does a man have power to
be begotten being old? He does
not have power to enter into his
mother’ swomb asecond timeand
be begotten!

5 Jesus answered, Amen,
amen, | say toyou, Unlessoneis
born of water, even of the Spirit,
he absolutely does not have
power to enter into the kingdom
of God. John 7:38-39; Isa 44:3-4

6 The one begotten of the
flesh isflesh, and the one begot-
ten of the Spirit is spirit.

7  Donotwonder that | said
to you, It isbinding upon you to
be born from above.

s 3:3 from above, anoothen. Anoothen
occurs 13 times in the New Covenant. Mat
27:51; Mrk 15:38; Luk 1:3; Joh 3:3, 7, 31;
19:11, 23; Act 26:5; Gal 4:9; Jas 1:17; 3:15,
17. Luk 1:3. From above are the only words
that fit all places where anothen appears, such
as Jas 1:17, Every inherently good gift and
every perfect act of giving is from above,
coming down from the Father.... So it is
very clear that from aboveisitsmeaning, and we
have translated anoothen from above in al
places including John 3:3 and Luke 1:3.

o JOHN 3
The Spirit® breathes hard
where he wills, and you hear his
sound, but you absolutely do not
seefrom where he comes, and to
where hegoesaway; soisevery-
onewho isbegotten of the Spirit.

9 Nicodemusanswered and
said to him, How do these things
have power to be?

10 Jesusanswveredandsaidto
him, You aretheteacher of Isradl,
and you absolutely do not know
thesethings?

11 Amen,amen, | say toyou
that, What we see, we speak, and
to what we have seen, wetestify,
and you absolutely do not take
our evidence.

12 If | spoke to you earthly
things, and you absolutely did not
believe, how will you believeif |
speak to you the heavenly things?

13 And absolutely no one
has ascended into heaven, except
the one who came down out of
heaven, the Son of Man who is
in heaven.

14 Andjust as Moses lifted
up the snake in the wasteland,
even so must the Son of Man be
lifted up,

15 Sothat whoever believes
into himwill not perish, but have
everlasting life,

8 3:8 Spirit, pneuma. There are 395 oc-
currences of pneuma in the New Covenant.
Absolutely not one single occurrence is trans-
lated wind in KJV except this one in John 3:8.
There is no evidence that pneuma is wind
anywhere in the New Covenant. The word
for wind is anemos, Mtt 11:7; 14:24, 30, etc.
This is the only place where pneuma occurs
that wind even remotely makes sense, but
Spirit makes better sense, and thus agrees with
al the other places where pneuma occurs.



JOHN 3

16 BecauseGodsolovedthe
world, that hegave hisonly begot-
ten Son, that whoever believesinto
himwill not be destroyed, but have
everlaginglife,

17 Because God absolutely
did not set apart and send his Son
into the world in order to con-
demn the world, but that the
world through him might be
saved.

18 The one who believes
into him is absolutely not con-
demned,*® and the onenot believ-
ing is condemned already, be-
cause hehasnot believedinto the
name of the only begotten Son
of God.

19 And thisis the condem-
nation, that light has come into
the world, and men loved dark-
nessrather than light becausetheir
deedswereevil,

20 Because every one who
practices worthlessness?® hates
thelight, and absolutely does not
come to the light, in order that
his deeds not be convicted.

21 And the one doing the
truth comes to the light, so that
his deeds may be made manifest,
that they are worked in God.

22 After these things Jesus
and his disciples came into the
land of Judaea, and there he
stayed with them, and baptized.

18 3:18 condemned, krinoo, to judge and
pronounce sentence, to condemn. Krisis, in
verse 19, is the sentence pronounced, the judg-
ment, the condemnation. English, crisis. If
the translator used judged and judgment in
these verses it would be just as correct as con-
demn and condemnation.

20 3:20 worthlessness, phaulos, worth-
less, foul, flawed, corresponding to belial,
Belial, in Hebrew. Deu 13:13; Psa 101:3.
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God did not send Jesus to condemn but to save; John's testimony fo Jesus

23 AndJohnasowasbaptiz-
inginAenonnear to Salim, because
thereweremany watersthere, and
they camenear, and were baptized,

24 Because Johnwasnot yet
thrown into prison.

25 Therefore there was a
question out of John’s disciples
with the Jews concerning cleans-
ing.

26 And they came to John,
and said to him, Rabbi, he who
was with you beyond Jordan, to
whom you have witnessed, be-
hold, he baptizes, and all are com-
ing to him.

27 Johnansweredandsaid, A
man absol utely does not havethe
power to take anything unlessitis
giventohim out of heaven.

28 You yourselves are wit-
nessesto methat | said, | am ab-
solutely not the Christ, but that
| am set apart and sent in front of
him.

29 Theonehavingthebride
isthe bridegroom, and the friend
of the bridegroom, the one stand-
ing and hearing him, rejoiceswith
joy because of the bridegroom’s
voice,; therefore, thismy joy has
beenfulfilled.

30 He must increase, and |
must decrease.

31 The one coming from
aboveisaboveal; theonebeing
of the earth, is of the earth, and
speaksof the earth; the one com-
ing out of heaven isaboveall.

32 Andwhat hehasseenand
heard, this he witnesses, and ab-
solutely not even one takes his
evidence.

33 Theonetakinghisevidence
has set to hissedl that Godistrue,

34 Because he whom God
has set apart and sent speaksthe
spoken words of God, because
God absolutely doesnot givethe
Spirit by measureto him.

35 TheFather lovesthe Son,
and has given al thingsin®® his
hand.

36 Theonebdievingintothe
Son has everlasting life, and the
one being unconvinced®% of the
Sonwill absolutely not gaze upon
life, but thewrath®® of God stays
upon him.

CHAPTER 4

1 As therefore the Lord
knew that the Pharisees heard
that Jesus makes and baptizes
more disciples than John -

2 Although Jesus himself
absolutely did not baptize, but his
disciples-

parted againinto Galilee.

4  Andit was binding upon
him to go through Samaria.

5 He comesthereforeto a
city of Samaria, called Sychar,
near to the parcel of ground that
Jacob gave to his son Joseph.

6 And Jacob’'s well was
there. Jesus therefore, feeling

thesixth hour.

7 A woman of Samaria
comesto draw water; Jesus says
to her, Give meto drink,

8 Becausehisdiscipleshad
gone away into the city in order
to buy nourishment;

9 Therefore the woman of
Samaria says to him, How do
you, being a Jew, ask to drink
with me, being a woman of
Samaria- because the Jews have
absolutely no dealings with the
Samaritans.

10 Jesus answered and said
to her, If you knew the gift of
God, and who it is who says to
you, Give me to drink, you pos-
sibly would have asked of him,
and hewould have givenyou liv-
ing water.

11 Thewoman saysto him,
Lord, you absolutely do not have
a vessel, and the well is deep;
from where, therefore, do you
havetheliving water?

12 You are not greater than
our father Jacob, who gave usthe
well, and drank out of it himself,
and his children, and his live-
stock?

13 Jesusanswveredandsaidto
her, Whoever drinks out of this
water will thirst again;

14 And whoever drinks out
of thewater which | will givehim
will absolutely not ever thirst for-
ever, but the water which | will
give him will become in him a
well of water springing up into
everlasting life.



JOHN 4  The woman in Samaria; living water; true worshippers; God is Spirit; true food

15 Thewoman saysto him,
Lord, give me this water so that
| do not thirst, and do not come
through hereto draw.

16 Jesussaystoher, Goaway,
call your husband,® and come
here.

17 Thewomananswered and
said, | absolutely do not have a
husband. Jesus said to her, You
have beautifully well said, | ab-
solutely do not have a husband,

18 Because you had five
husbands, and now hewhomyou
have is absolutely not your hus-
band; thisyou have spoken truly.

19 Thewoman saysto him,
Lord, | seethat you areaprophet.

20 Our fathers prostrated
themselvesin thismountain, and
you say, that in Jerusalem is the
placewhereitishbinding to pros-
trate ourselves.

21 Jesus says to her,
Woman, believe methat an hour
comes, when you will absolutely
not in this mountain, nor yet in
Jerusalem, prostrate yourselves
to the Father.

22 You prostrateyourselves
to what you absolutely do not
know; we prostrate ourselves to
the onewe see, because salvation
isout of the Jews.

23 But an hour is coming,
and now is, when the true wor-
shipperswill prostratethemselves
to the Father in the Spirit, and in
truth, also because the Father
seeks such to prostrate them-
selvesto him.

16 4:16 husband, aner, individual male,
man.
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24 God is Spirit, and those
prostrating themselvesto himare
bound to prostrate themselvesto
him in the Spirit and in truth.

25 Thewomansaystohim, |
seethat Messahiscoming, theone
called Christ; when he comes, he
will announceto usall things.

26 Jesussaysto her, | AM -
the one speaking to you.

27 And upon this his dis-
ciplescame, and marveled that he
talked with a woman; however,
absolutely no one said, What do
you seek? Or, Why do you talk
with her?

28 Thereforethewoman left
her water pot, and went away
into the city, and saysto the men,

29 Come here; see a man
who said to me all things that |
ever did; isnot he the Christ?

30 They went out, therefore,
out of the city, and cameto him.

31 Andinthemeanwhilehis
disciplesquestioned him, saying,
Rabbi, eat.

32 And he said to them, |
have food to eat that you abso-
lutely do not see.

33 Therefore the disciples
said to one another if anyone
brought him anything to eat.

34 Jesus says to them, My
food isthat | do the will of him
who sent me, and finish hiswork.

35 Absolutely do not say
that, There are yet four months,
and harvest comes! Behold, | say
to you, Lift up your eyes, and
look closely at the regions, be-
cause they are white already to
harvest.

36 Andtheonereapingtakes
wages, and gathersfruit intolife
eternd, so that the one sowing may
rejoiceat the sametimeasowith
theonereaping,

37 Becausein thistheword
istrue, A different oneisthe one
sowing, and adifferent oneisthe
onereaping.

38 | set you apart and sent
you to reap what you absolutely
did not work; different ones
worked hard, and you have en-
tered into their toil.

39 Andmany of the Samari-
tansof that city believed into him
through the word of the woman,
testifying that, He said to me all
whatever | did.

40 Thereforeasthe Samari-
tans cameto him, they asked him
to stay with them, and he stayed
there two days.

41 Andmany morebelieved
through hisword;

42 Also they said to the
woman, Absolutely no longer do
we believe through your talking,
becausewe ourselves have heard,
and we see that he is truly the
Savior of theworld, the Christ.

43 And after two days he
went out from there, and went
into Galilee,

44 Because Jesus himself
testified that aprophet absolutely
does not have value in his own
fatherland.

45 When therefore he came
into Galilee, the Galilaeans re-
ceived him, having watched all
the things that he did in Jerusa-
leminthefeast, becausethey aso
went into the feast.

46 Therefore Jesus came
againinto Canaof Galilee, where
he made the water wine. And
there was a certain prince in
Capernaum whose son was
weak.

47 Hehearingthat Jesuswas
arriving out of Judaeainto Gali-
lee, went out to him, and asked
him that he would come down,
and heal his son, because hewas
about to die.

48 Therefore Jesus said to
him, Unless you see signs and
wonders you absolutely will not
believe.

49 The prince says to him,
Lord, come down before my
child dies.

50 Jesus says to him, Go,
your son lives. And the man be-
lieved theword which Jesus said
to him, and went.

51 Andeven now ashewas
going down hisservantsmet him,
and announced tohim, saying, Your
childlives.

52 Therefore he ascertained
by asking from them the hour in
which he had begun to get bet-
ter. And they said to him that,
Yesterday the seventh hour the
fever left him.

53 Therefore the father
knew that it was in that hour in
which Jesus said to him, Your son
lives. And hehimsdlf believed and
hiswhole house.

54 Thisagain is the second
sign Jesus did, having come out
of Judaeainto Galilee.

CHAPTERS

1 Afterthesethingstherewas
afeast of the Jews, and Jesuswent
upinto Jerusaem.

2 Andin Jerusalem at the
sheep market isapool, called in
the Hebrew Bethesda, having five
porches.

3 Inthesewerelyingalarge
multitude of the weak, blind,
lame, withered, waiting for the
moving of the water,

4  Becauseaheavenly mes-
senger at timescamedowninthe
diving-pool, and stirred the wa-
ter; then the one entering first
after the stirring of the water be-
came whole of whatever disease
held him down.

5 And a certain man was
there being held in a weakness
thirty-eight years.

6 Jesus seeing him lying
down, and knowing that already
alongtimehehasbeen held, says
to him, Do you will to become
hedlthy?

7  Theweak man answered
him, Lord, | have absolutely no
man, so that when the water is
stirred, to throw meinto the div-
ing-pooal, andinmy coming, ancther
goesdowninfront of me.

8 Jesus says to him, Rise
up; lift up your mattressand walk.

9 Andimmediately theman
became healthy, and lifted up his
mattress, and walked. And it was
a Sabbath in that day.

10 Therefore the Jews said
totheonehealed, It isa Sabbath;
it is absolutely not right for you
to lift up your mattress.
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Jesus heals a man on the Sabbath at the pool of Bethesda

11 He answered them, The
one making me healthy, that one
said tome, Lift up your mattress,
and walk.

12 They asked him there-
fore, Whoisthemanwho said to
you, Lift up your mattress, and
walk?

13 Andtheoneheded abso-
lutely did not see who he was,
because Jesus had slipped away,
amultitude being in the place.

14 After these things Jesus
findshiminthetemple, and said
to him, Behold, you have become
healthy; do not sin more lest
something worse be to you.

15 Themanwent away, and
announced to the Jawsthat Jesus
wasthe one making him healthy.

16 And because of this the
Jews pursued Jesus, and sought
to kill him, because he did these
thingsin the Sabbath.

17 And Jesus answered
them, My Father works until
now, and | work.

18 Becauseof thistherefore,
the Jews sought moretokill him,
because he absolutely not only
broke the Sabbath, but also said
his own Father is God, making
himself equal with God.

19 Therefore Jesusanswered
and said to them, Amen, amen, |
say toyou, The Son absol utely does
not have power to do anything from
himself, except what he seesthe
Father doing, becausewhatever he
does, thesethingsa sothe Son does
amilatly,



The believer does not come into condemnation, but has changed places out of death into lit:  JOHN 5

20 Becausethe Father loves
the Son, and showshimall things
that he does, and he will show
him greater works than these so
that you may marvel,

21 Because even asthe Fa-
ther raises up the dead, and
makes them alive, even so the
Son makes alivewhom hewills,

22 Becausethe Father abso-
lutely does not judge anyone, but
he has given all judgment to the
Son,

23 So that al should honor
the Son, just as they honor the
Father. The one not honoring the
Son absolutely does not honor
the Father, the onewho sent him.

24 Amen, amen, | say toyou
that, The one hearing my word,
and believing the one who sent
me, has everlasting life, and ab-
solutely does not come into con-
demnation, but has changed
places out of death into life.

25 Amen, amen, | say toyou
that, An hour comes, and now is,
when the dead will hear thevoice
of the Son of God, and those
hearing will live,

26 Because even as the Fa-
ther haslifein himself, so he has
given to the Son to have lifein
himsaif,

27 Andgavetohimalsoau-
thority to do judgment, because
heisthe Son of Man. pan7:13

28 Do not marvel at this,
because an hour comes, inwhich
al those in the graves will hear
hisvoice,

29 Andwill comeout; those
having doneinherently good into
theresurrection of life, and those
having practiced worthlessness,
into the resurrection of condem-
nation.

30 | absolutely do not have
power from myself to do any-
thing; just as| hear, | judge, and
my judgment is righteous, be-
cause | absolutely do not seek my
will, but thewill of the one send-
ing me, my Father.

31 If I witnessabout myself,
my witnessisabsolutely not true.

32 Thereisanother whowit-
nesses about me, and | see the
witness that he witnesses about
meistrue.

33 You have set apart and
sent to John, and he witnessed to
the truth.

34 And | absolutely do not
take the witness from man, but
these things | say in order that
you may be saved.

35 He was the burning and
shining lamp, and you werewill-
ingtojump for joy for an hour in
hislight.

36 And | have the greater
witnessthan of John, becausethe
workswhich the Father hasgiven
methat | may finish them, those
worksthat | do witness about me
that the Father has set me apart
and sent me.

37 And the one having sent
me, my Father himself, has wit-
nessed about me. You have ab-
solutely not heard hisvoiceat any
time, nor have you looked at his
appearance.
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38 Andyou absolutely donot
have hisword abiding inyou, be-
causeyou absolutely do not believe
him whom he set apart and sent.

39 You searchthe Scriptures
because you think in them you
haveeternd life, and thesearethe
ones witnessing about me.

40 And you will absolutely
not to come to me that you may
havelife.

41 | absolutely do not take
glory from men.

42 But | have known you,
that you absolutely do not have
thelove of God in yourselves.

43 | have come in my
Father’s name, and you abso-
lutely do not take me; if another
comesin hisown name, you will
take that one.

44  How canyou have power
to believe, who take glory one of
another, and you absolutely do
not seek glory with God alone?

45 Do not think that | will
formally charge you to the Fa-
ther; there is the one formally
charging you, Moses, in whom
you have hoped,

46 Becauseif you were be-
lieving Moses, you were believ-
ing me, because that one wrote
about me.

47 Andif you absolutely do
not believe hiswritings, how will
you believe my spoken words?

CHAPTER 6
1 After these things Jesus
went across the sea of Galileg,
that is, Tiberias.
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2 Andagreat multitudefol-
lowed him, becausethey saw his
signswhich hedid upon theweak
ones.

3 And Jesus went up into
the mountain, and there sat down
with hisdisciples.

4  And the Passover was
near, the feast of the Jews.

5 Therefore, Jesus lifting
up his eyes, and looking closely
that a great multitude is coming
toward him, he says to Philip,
From where may we buy bread
that these may eat?

6 And this he said testing
him, because he saw what hewas
going to do.

7 Philip answered him,
Two hundred denarions of bread
are absolutely not sufficient for
them, that each of them may take
alittle.

8 Oneof hisdisciples, An-
drew, Simon Peter’ sbrother, says
to him,

9 There is one little boy
here who has five barley loaves
and two small fish, but what are
these to so many?

10 AndJesussaid, Makethe
men recline. And therewasmuch
vegetation intheplace. Therefore
themen reclined, in number about
fivethousand.

11 And Jesus took the
loaves, and having given thanks,
distributed to the disciples, and
the disciples to those reclining;
and similarly of thefish asmuch
asthey willed.

12 And as they were filled,
he says to his disciples, Gather
up the left over pieces so that
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nothing is destroyed.

13 Therefore they gathered
and entirely filled twelve baskets
with the pieces of thefive barley
loaves which were left over to
those having eaten.

14 Then those men, having
seenthesign Jesusdid, said that,
Thisistruly the prophet, the one
coming into the world. peu1s:15

15 Jesus therefore knowing
that they are about to come and
seizehimthat they may makehim
king, withdrew again into the
mountain himself alone.

16 And when it became
evening, hisdiscipleswent down
upon the sea,

17 And having embarked
into the boat, were going across
the sea into Capernaum. And it
became even now dark, and Jesus
had not yet come to them.

18 Andthe seawasaroused
because of agreat wind blowing
hard.

19 Therefore they, having
pushed about twenty-five or
thirty stadions, watch Jesuswal k-
ing upon the sea, and becoming
near to the boat, and they were
frightened.

20 And he says to them, |
AM. Do not be afraid.

21 Then they willed to take
him into the boat, and instantly
the boat was at the land to which
they were going away.

22 The following day, the
multitude standing acrossthe sea
had seen that absolutely no other
boat was there, except one, that
one into which his disciples en-
tered, and that Jesus absolutely

did not enter with his disciples
into the boat, but his disciples
went away alone;

23 And other boats came out
of Tiberias near the place where
they ate loaves, the Lord having
giventhanks,

24 Whenthereforethemulti-
tude saw that Jesuswasabsolutely
not there, and absolutely not his
disciples, they dsothemsdvesem-
barked into the boats, and came
into Capernaum, seeking Jesus.

25 And having found him
across the sea, they said to him,
Rabbi, when did you become
here?

26 Jesusanswered themand
said, Amen, amen, | say to you,
You seek me, absolutely not be-
cause you saw the signs, but be-
cause you ate of the loaves and
werefilled.

27 Do notwork for thefood
that is being destroyed, but for
the food enduring into everlast-
ing life, which the Son of Man
will giveto you, because himthe
Father God sealed.

28 Therefore they said to
him, What shall we do that we
may work the works of God?

29 Jesusansweredandsadto
them, Thisisthework of God, that
you believeinto himwhomthat one
set apart and sent.

30 Therefore they said to
him, Therefore what do you do
asasign, so that we may seeand
believeyou? What do you work?

31 Our fathersate mannain
the desert, as it is written, He
gave them bread out of heaven
{0 eat.psa 78:24
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32 Therefore Jesus said to
them, Amen, amen, | say toyou,
Moses absolutely did not give
you the bread out of heaven, but
my Father gives you the true
bread out of heaven,

33 Becausethebread of God
is the one coming down out of
heaven, and giving life to the
world.

34 Therefore they said to
him, Lord, always give us this
bread.

35 AndJesussaidtothem, |
amthe bread of life; the onecom-
ing to mewill absolutely not hun-
ger, andthe onebelievinginto me
will absolutely at no timethirst.

36 Butl saidtoyouthat, You
have both seen me and absolutely
didnot believe.

37 All whom the Father
gives me will come to me, and
the one coming to me | will ab-
solutely not throw out,

38 Because | descended out
of heaven sothat | may absolutely
not do my will, but thewill of the
one sending me.

39 Andthisisthewill of the
Father who sent me, that all the
ones he hasgiven me, | shall not
let any out of them be destroyed,
but shall raise him up in the last
day.
40 Andthisisthewill of the
one sending me, that everyone
looking upon the Son, and believ-
ing into him, will have everlast-
inglife,and | will raisehimupin
thelast day.
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41 Therefore the Jews
grumbled about him, because he
said, | anthebread coming down
out of heaven.

42 Andthey said, Isthisab-
solutely not Jesus, the son of Jo-
seph, whose father and mother
we see? How, therefore, does he
say, | came down out of heaven?

43 Jesustherefore answered
and said to them, Do not grumble
with one another.

44 Absolutely not even one
has power to come to me unless
the Father who sent me draws
him, and | will raiseshimupinthe
last day.

45 Itiswritteninthe proph-
ets, And they will all betaught of
God. Everyonetherefore hearing
alongside of the Father and learn-
iNng comesto me, Jer 31:34

46 Because absolutely not
anyone has seen the Father, ex-
cept the one being alongside of
God; he has gazed at the Father.

47 Amen, amen, | say to
you, The one believing into me
haseverlasting life.

48 | amthebread of life.

49 Your fathersate mannain
the wasteland, and died.

50 Thisisthebread coming
down out of heaven, that anyone
may eat of it and not die.

51 | am the living bread
which came down out of heaven;
if anyone eats of this bread, he
will live forever, and also the
bread which | will give is my
flesh, which | will givefor thelife
of the world.
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52 TheJewsthereforefought
toward one another, saying, How
doeshe have power to giveushis
fleshtoeat?

53 Therefore Jesus said to
them, Amen, amen, | say to you,
Unless you eat the flesh of the
Son of Man, and drink hisblood,
you absolutely do not havelifein
yourselves.

54 The one eating my flesh
and drinking my blood has ever-
lasting life, and | will raise him
up at the last day,

55 Becausemy fleshtrulyis
food, and my blood truly isdrink.

56 The one eating my flesh
and drinking my blood staysinme,
andlinhim.

57 Just as the living Father
set me apart and sent me, and |
live through the Father, also the
one eating me, even he will live
through me.

58 This is the bread which
came down out of heaven, not as
your fathers ate mannaand died;
the oneeating thisbread will live
forever.

59 Hesaidthesethingsinthe
synagogue, teaching in
Capernaum.

60 Many thereforeout of his
discipleshearingthis, said, Thisis
a hard word; who has power to
hear it?

61 AndJesus, seeinginhim-
self that his disciples are grum-
bling about this, said to them,
Doesthisoffend you?

62 What if therefore you
look at the Son of Man ascend-
ing up where hewas at first?

63 The Spiritistheonewho
makes alive; the flesh benefits
absolutely not onething; the spo-
kenwordsthat | speak toyou are
spirit, and they arelife.

64 Buttherearesomeof you
who absolutely do not believe -
because Jesus saw out of the be-
ginning who those are who are
not believing, and who isthe one
giving him over.

65 And he said, Because of
this, | have said to you that, Ab-
solutely not even one has power
to come to me unlessit isgiven
to him out of my Father.

66 Out of this, many of his
discipleswent away into the pre-
vious things, and absolutely no
longer walked with him.

67 Therefore Jesus said to
the twelve, Do you aso not will
to go away?

68 Therefore Simon Peter
answered him, Lord, to whom
shall we go?You havethewords
of eternd life.

69 And we have believed,
and have known that you are the
Christ, the Son of theliving God.

70 Jesus answered them,
Have| absolutely not chosen you
twelve, and one of youisadevil?

71 He spoke of Judas
Iscariot, the one of Simon, be-
cause he was about to give him
over, being one of the twelve.

CHAPTER 7
1 After these things Jesus
waswalking in Galilee, because
hewilled absolutely not towalk in
Judaea, because the Jews were
seeking tokill him.
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2 Andthefeast of the Jews
was near, The Tabernacles.

3 Therefore his brothers
said to him, Change placesfrom
here, and go away into Judaea,
sothat asoyour discipleswill see
your works which you do,

4  Because absolutely no
onedoesany thing in secret, and
he himself seeks to be speaking
out openly. If you do thesethings,
manifest yourself to theworld,

5 Because absolutely not
even his brothers believed into
him.

6 Therefore Jesus says to
them, My time is absolutely not
yet present, but your timeis al-
ways ready.

7 The world absolutely
doesnot have power to hateyou,
but it hates me, because | testify
about it, that itsworks are evil.

8 Yougouptothisfeast; |
absolutely am not yet going up
to this feast, because my timeis
absolutely not yet fulfilled.

9 And saying these things
to them, he stayed in Galilee.

10 And when his brothers
went up, then also he went up to
the feast, absolutely not openly,
but asin secret.

11 Therefore the Jews
sought himinthefeast, and said,
Whereishe?

12 And there was much
grumbling in themultitudesabout
him; some said that, Heisinher-
ently good, and others said, No,
but heleadsthe multitude astray.

13 However absolutely no
one spoke out openly about him
through fear of the Jews.
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14 And it now being the
middle of thefeast Jesuswent up
into thetemple, and taught.

15 And the Jews marveled,
saying, How does he know writ-
ings, having never learned?

16 Jesusansweredthemand
said, My teaching is absolutely
not mine, but the one sending me.

17 If anyone willsto do his
will, he will know about the
teaching, whether it isof God, or
| talk from myself.

18 The one talking from
himself seekshisown glory, and
the one seeking the glory of the
one sending him, heistrue, and
absolutely no unrighteousnessis
inhim.

19 DidMosesabsolutely not
give you the law, and absolutely
not even one of you doesthelaw?
Why do you seek to kill me?

20 The multitude answered
and said, You have ademon; who
seeksto kill you?

21 Jesusansweredandsaidto
them, | did one work, and all of
youmarvel.

22 Through this Moses has
givento you circumcision, abso-
lutely not becauseit is of Moses,
but of the fathers, and in a Sab-
bath you circumcise aman.

23 If aman takes circumci-
soninthe Sabbath so that thelaw
of Mosesis not broken, are you
angry at mebecause| madeaman
completely healthy inthe Sabbath?

24 Do not Judgeaccordingto
sght, but judgerighteousjudgment.

25 Thereforesomeof them of
Jerusalemsaid, Ishe absolutely not
whomthey areseekingtokill?
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26 And behold, he talks
openly, and they say absolutely
not one thing to him. Do the rul-
ersknow that thisistruly thevery
Christ?

27 But we know him, from
whereheis, andwhen Christ comes
absolutely no one knows from
whereheis.

28 Therefore Jesuscried out
teachinginthetempleand saying,
Andyou seeme, and you seefrom
wherel am, and | have absolutely
not comefrom myself, but hewho
sent meistrue, whom you abso-
lutely do not see.

29 And| seehim, because|
am aongside of him, and he set
me apart and sent me.

30 Thereforethey sought to
seize him, and absolutely no one
threw hands upon him, because
his hour was absolutely not yet
come.

31 And many of the multi-
tude believed into him, and said
thet, When the Chrigt comes, hewill
not do more signs than these
which hedid!

32 The Pharisees heard the
multitude grumbling thesethings
about him, and the Phariseesand
the head priests set apart and sent
subordinates in order to seize
him.

33 Therefore Jesus said to
them, Yet alittlewhilel am with
you, and | go away to one send-
ing me.

34 Youwill seek me, and ab-
solutely will not find me; and
where | am, you will absolutely
not have power to come.

35 Thereforethe Jawssaidto
themselves, Whereisheabout to
gothat wewill absolutely not find
him?Heisnot about to gointothe
dispersion of the Greeks, and teach
the Greeks, ishe?

36 Whatisthiswordwhichhe
said, You will seek me, and will
absolutely not find me, and where
| am, you absolutely do not have
power to come?

37 And in the last day, the
great day of the feast, Jesus
stood, and cried out, saying, If
any one thirsts, let him come to
me, and drink.

38 The one believing into
me, as the Scripture said, out of
hisbelly will flow riversof living

water.

Ex0 17:6; Num 20:11; Deu 8:15; Psa 114:8;
Isa 44:3; 55:1; 58:11; Joel 3:18; Zec 14:8; Ezk
48:1-12.

39 Andhesaidthisabout the
Spirit, whomthose believinginto
him were about to take, because
theHoly Spirit was absol utely not
yet given, becausethat Jesuswas
not yet glorified.

40 Many of the multitude
therefore, hearing theword, said,
Truly thisisthe Prophet.

41 Others said, This is the
Christ. And others said, Because
the Christ doesnot comeout of Ga-
lileg!

42 Has the Scripture abso-
lutely not said that the Christ comes
out of the seed of David, and
from Bethlehem, the village
where David was?

43 Therebecameasplitinthe
multitude becauseof him.
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44  Andsomeof themwilled
to seize him, but no one threw
hands upon him.

45 Therefore the subordi-
nates cameto the head priestsand
Pharisees, and they said to them,
Why have you absolutely not
brought him?

46 The subordinates an-
swered, Absolutely never has a
man talked like thisman.

47 Therefore the Pharisees
answered them, Have you not
also been led astray?

48 Not any of the rulers or
of the Pharisees have believed
into him!

49 But this multitude, the
ones not knowing the law, are
cursed.

50 Nicodemussaystothem,
the one having come to him by
night, being one of them,

51 Does our law judge the
man, unless it hears from him
first, and knows what he does?

52 Theyanswveredandsaidto
him, Areyou not al so out of Gali-
lee? Search, and seethat aprophet
has absol utely not been raised up
out of Galilee.

53 Andthey went, everyone
into his own house.

CHAPTER 8

1 And Jesus went into the
Mount of Olives.

2 And at dawn he arrived
againinto thetemple, and al the
people came to him, and sitting
down, he taught them.
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Never has a man lalked like this man, a woman seized in adultery

3  Andthescribesand Phari-
seeslead to him awoman having
been sai zed in adultery, and stand-
ingherinthemiddle,

4  They say tohim, Teacher,
this woman has been seized in
adultery, caught in the act.

5 And in the law Moses
commanded us, thiskind should
be stoned; therefore, what do you
Say? Lev 20:10; Deu 22:22

6 Andthey saidthis, tempt-
ing him, so that they might have
somethingwithwhichto formally
charge him. And Jesus bending
down, wrote with hisfinger into
the earth, not acknowledging
them.

7 And as they remained
questioning him, he bending back
up, said to them, The one of you
without sin, let him throw thefirst
stone upon her.

8 And again stooping
down, he wrote into the earth.

9 Andthey having heardit,
being convicted under the con-
science, went out one by one,
beginning fromthe ol der onesuntil
thelast, and Jesuswasleft behind
alone, and thewoman standingin
themiddle.

10 And Jesus bending back
up, and no onelooking on but the
woman, he said to her, Woman,
where are those your accusers?
Has absolutely no one con-
demned you?

11 Andshesaid, Absolutely
not one, Lord. And Jesus said to
her, And | absolutely do not con-
demnyou; go, and do not sin any
more.
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12 Therefore Jesus again
talked to them, saying, | am the
light of the world; the one fol-
lowing me will absolutely not
walk in darkness, but will have
thelight of life.

13 Therefore the Pharisees
said to him, You witnessed about
yourself; your witness is abso-
lutely not true.

14 Jesusansweredandsaidto
them, And if | witness about my-
self, my witnessistrue, becausel
seefromwherel cameand where
| go away, and you absolutely do
not see from where I come and
wherel go away.

15 You judge according to
the flesh; 1 absolutely do not
judge anyone.

16 Andevenif | judge, my
judgment is true, because | am
absolutely not done, but | andthe
one sending me, my Father.

17 And aso in your law it
has been written that the witness
of two men istrue. peu17:, 19

18 | am the one witnessing
about myself, and the one send-
ing me, my Father, witnesses
about me.

19 Therefore they said to
him, Whereisyour Father? Jesus
answered, You absolutely do not
seeme nor my Father; if you had
seen me, also you would have
then seen my Father.

20 These spoken words
Jesus spokein thetreasury, teach-
ing inthetemple, and absolutely
not one seized him, because his
hour had absol utely not yet come.

21 ThereforeJesussaidagain
to them, | go away, and you will
seek me, and will dieinyour sin;
where| go away, you absolutely
do not have power to come.

22 Therefore the Jews said,
Will henot kill himself? Because
he says, Where | go away, you
absolutely do not have power to
come.

23 Andhesaidtothem, You
are of the below; | am of the
above; you are of this world; |
am absolutely not of thisworld.

24 Therefore | said to you
that, You will die in your sins,
becauseif you do not believethat
I AM, youwill dieinyour sins.

25 Therefore they said to
him, Who are you? And Jesus
said to them, Even the same that
| spoke to you from the begin-
ning.

26 | havemany thingstotalk
to you about, and to judge, but
the one sending me is true; and
what | heard alongside of him,
thesethings| say into theworld.

27 They absolutely did not
know that he spoke to them of
the Father.

28 Therefore Jesus said to
them, When you have lifted up
the Son of Man, then you will
know that I AM, and from my-
self | do absolutely not onething,
but just as my Father taught me,
| say these things.

29 And the one sending me
iswith me; the Father absolutely
did not leave me alone, because
| aways do the things pleasing
him.
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30 As he said these things
many believed into him.

31 Therefore Jesus said to
the Jews who had believed him,
If you stay in my word, truly you
aremy disciples;

32 And you will know the
truth, and the truth will makeyou
free.

33 They answered him, We
are Abraham’s seed, and were
absolutely not in servitude to
even one, never; how do you say
that, You will become free?

34 Jesus answered them,
Amen, amen, | say to you, Who-
ever doessinistheservant of sin.

35 And the servant does not
stay inthe houseforever; the Son
staysforever.

36 If therefore the Son sets
you free, you arereally free.

37 | see that you are
Abraham’s seed, but you seek to
kill me, because my word has
absolutely no spacein you.

38 |, what | haveseenaong-
side of my Father, | speak, and
you therefore, what you have
seen dongside of your father, you
do.

39 Theyansweredandsaidto
him, Our father isAbraham. Jesus
says to them, If you were
Abraham’s children, you would
do the works of Abraham.

40 And now you seek to kil
me, a man who has told you the
truth, which | have heard along-
sideof God; Abraham did not do
this.

41 Youdotheworksof your
father. Thereforethey saidto him,
We were absolutely not born of
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The truth will make you free; You are of your father the devil;

fornication; we have one Father,
God.

42 Jesussaidtothem, If God
wereyour Father, youwould love
me, because | issued out of God,
and am present, because | abso-
lutely did not comefrommysdlf, but
he set me apart and sent me.

43 Why doyou absolutely not
know my speech? Because you
absolutely do not have power to
hear my word.

44  Youareof your father the
devil, and the longings of your
father you will to do. He was a
man-killer from the beginning,
and absolutely did not stand inthe
truth, becausethereisabsolutely
no truth in him. When hetalksa
lie, he talks out of his own, be-
cause heisaliar, and the father
of it.

45 Andbecausel say toyou
the truth, you absolutely do not
believeme.

46 Who of you convicts me
about sin? And if | say thetruth,
why do you absolutely not be-
lieveme?

47 The one being of God
hears the spoken words of God,;
therefore you absolutely do not
hear, because you are absolutely
not of God.

48 Therefore the Jews an-
swered and said to him, Do we
absolutely not say well that you
are a Samaritan, and you have a
demon?

49 Jesus answered, | abso-
lutely do not have ademon, but |
honor my Father, and you render
meinfamous.
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50 And | absolutely do not
seek my glory; thereisone seek-
ing and judging.

51 Amen, amen, | say to
you, If anyone keeps my word,
he will absolutely not ever ook
with specid interest®* upon death
forever.

52 Thereforethe Jewssaidto
him, Now weknow that you have
ademon. Abraham died, and the
prophets, and you say, If anyone
keepsmy word, hewill absolutely
not taste of death forever.

53 You are not greater than
our father Abraham who died!
Alsotheprophetsdied. Whomdo
you makeyourself?

54 Jesusanswered, If | glo-
rify myself, my glory isabsolutely
not onething; itismy Father glo-
rifying me, whomyou say that he
isyour God,;

55 Yet you have absolutely
not known him, but | seehim, and
if I say, | do not see him, | shall
belikeyou, aliar, but | see him,
and keep hisword.

56 Your father Abraham
jumped for joy to seemy day, and
he saw, and rejoi ced.

57 Therefore the Jews said
to him, You absolutely do not yet
have fifty years, and have you
seen Abraham?

58 Jesussaidtothem, Amen,
amen, | say to you, Before
Abraham cameintobeing, | AM.

51 8:51 look with special interest upon,
thereo, tolook upon asan interested spectator be-
causeit pertainsto him, asageneral inspects his
troops, or as a parent looks with special interest
upon hischild. Thebeliever will never havetolook
upon death with any specid interest becauseit does
not pertainto him.

JOHN 9

59 Therefore they lifted up
stones in order to throw upon
him, and Jesus was concealed,
and went forth out of thetemple,
going through their midst, andin
thisway passed away from them.

CHAPTER 9

1 And passing away from
there, he saw aman blind out of
birth.

2 And his disciples ques-
tioned him, saying, Rabbi, who
sinned, he, or his parents, that he
was born blind?

3 Jesus answered, Abso-
lutely neither hesinned nor hispar-
ents, but that the works of God
might bemademanifestinhim.

4 Itisnecessary for meto
work the works of the one send-
ingmewhileitisday; night comes,
when absol utely not even onewill
have power to work.

5 Whilel amintheworld,
| am the light of the world.

6 Saying these things, he
spat on the ground, and made
clay out of the saliva, and he
smeared the clay upon the eyes
of the blind one,

7 And said to him, Go
away; wash yourself in the pool
of Siloam - theonetrandated, Set
Apart And Sent. He went there-
fore, and washed, and came see-
ing.

8 Theneighborstherefore,
and those looking with special
interest at him who previously
wasblind, said, Isthisabsolutely
not the onewho wassitting down

and begging?
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9 Otherssadthat, Thisishe;
and othersthat, Heislikehim. He
said that, | am.

10 Therefore they said to
him, How were your eyes
opened?

11 Heanswered and said, A
man called Jesus made clay, and
smeared my eyes, and saidtome,
Go away into the pool of Siloam,
and wash, and going and washing,
| looked up.t?

12 Therefore they said to
him, Whereishe? He said, | ab-
solutely do not know.

13 And they lead the one
who for some time was blind to
the Pharisees.

14 And it was a Sabbath
when Jesus made the clay and
opened hiseyes.

15 Therefore again the
Pharisees al so asked him how he
looked up, and he said to them,
He put clay upon my eyes, and |
washed myself, and | see.

16 Therefore some of the
Pharisees said, Thismanisabso-
lutely not alongside of God, be-
cause he absolutely doesnot keep
the Sabbath. Others said, How
does asinful man have power to
do thiskind of signs? And there
wasasplitinthem.

17 Thereforethey say tothe
blind oneagain, What do you say
about him, since he opened your
eyes? And he said that, Heis a
prophet.

119:11 looked up, anablepoo, to look up,
to be able to look up, by implication to re-
ceive sight.
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18 Thereforethe Jews abso-
lutely did not believe concerning
him, that hewasblind and looked
up until the time they called out
to the parents of himwho looked
up.
19 Andthey asked them, say-
ing, Isthisyour sonwhomyou say
that hewasborn blind?How there-
foredoeshejust now see?

20 His parents answered
them and said, We seethat thisis
our son, and that he was born
blind;

21 But how henow sees, we
absolutely do not see, or who has
opened hiseyes, weabsolutely do
not see; he hashismaturity, ques-
tion him; hewill speak concern-
ing himsalf.

22 Thesethingshisparents,
said because they feared the
Jews, because even now the Jews
had agreed that if anyone should
confess him as Christ he would
become excommunicated from
the synagogue.

23 Thereforehisparentssaid
that, He hashismaturity, ask him.

24 Therefore of a second
time they called out to the man
who was blind, and said to him,
Give glory to God; we see that
thismanisasinner.

25 Therefore he answered
and said, If heisasinner, | abso-
lutely do not know; one thing |
know, that being blind, just now
| see.

26 And they said to him
again, What did he do to you?
How did he open your eyes?
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27 Heansweredthem, | told
you aready, and you absolutely
did not hear; why do you will to
hear it again?You do not will a'so
to become hisdisciples!

28 Therefore they verbally
abused him, andsaid, Youareadis-
cipleof him, and wearedisciples
of Moses.

29 We seethat God has spo-
ken by Moses, but him, we abso-
lutely do not see from where he
is.

30 The man answered and
said to them, In thisis areason
to marvel, that you absolutely do
not see from where heis, and he
opened my eyes.

31 Andwe seethat God ab-
solutely does not hear sinners, but
if anyone is God-fearing, and
doeshiswill, him he hears.

32 Out of the ages it abso-
lutely was not heard that anyone
opened the eyes of one born
blind.

33 If he were not alongside
of God, he would absolutely not
have power to do one thing.

34 They answered and said
to him, You were born com-
pletely in sins, and do you teach
us? And they threw him outside.

35 Jesusheard that they had
thrown him outside, and finding
him, he said to him, Do you be-
lieve into the Son of God?

36 He answered and said,
Who is he, Lord, that | may be-
lieveintohim?

37 And Jesus said to him,
You have both seen him, and the
one speaking with you is he.

38 And he said, | believe,
Lord, and he prostrated himself
to him.

39 AndJesussaid, For judg-
ment | have comeinto thisworld,
that the ones not seeing may see,
and the ones seeing may become
blind.

40 Andsomeof thePharisees
being with him heard thesethings,
and said to him, We also are not
blind!

41 Jesussaidtothem, If you
wereblind, youwould absolutely
not have sin, but now you say,
We seg; therefore your sin stays.

CHAPTER 10

1 Amen, amen, | say to
you, The one not entering
through the door into the fold of
the sheep, but going up another
way isathief and arobber.

2 But the one entering in
through the door isthe shepherd
of the sheep.

3 To him the doorkeeper
opens, and the sheep hear his
voice, and hecallsout to hisown
sheep by name, and leads them
out.

4  Andwhen heputsout his
own sheep, he goes in front of
them, and the sheep follow him,
becausethey recognizehisvoice.

5 Andthey will absolutely
not follow another’s, but will flee
from him, because they abso-
lutely do not recognizethe voice
of others.

6 Thisparable Jesussaidto
them, but they did not know what
it was which he spoke to them.
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7 Therefore Jesus said to
them again, Amen, amen, | say
to you, | am the door of the
sheep.
8 Allwhoever camebefore
me are thieves and robbers, but
the sheep absolutely did not hear
them.

9 | amthedoor; throughme
if anyoneentersin, hewill besaved,
andwill goin, andwill goout, and
will find pasture.

10 Thethief absolutely does
not come, except in order to stedl,
andtokill, and to destroy; | came
that they might havelife, and have
it super-abundantly.

11 | amthebeautifully good
shepherd; the beautifully good
shepherd gives his soul for the
sh

12 Butthewageearner, also
absolutely not being the shep-
herd, whose own the sheep ab-
solutely are not, looks with spe-
cial interest at the wolf coming,
and leaves the sheep, and flees,
and the wolf seizes them, and
scatters the sheep.

13 And the wage earner
flees, because heisawageearner,
and he has absolutely no interest
concerning the sheep.

14 | amthebeautifully good
shepherd, and know my sheep,
and am known by mine.

15 Just asthe Father knows
me, | also know the Father, and |
lay down my soul for the sheep.

16 And other sheep | have,
which are absolutely not out of
this fold; them also it is neces-
sary for meto bring, and they will
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hear my voice, and they will be-
comeoneflock, and one shepherd.

17 Thereforemy Father loves
me, because | lay down my soul,
sothat | may takeit again.

18 Absolutely nooneliftsit
away from me, but | lay it down
from myself. | have authority to
lay it down, and | haveauthority to
takeit again. Thiscommandment |
took alongside of my Father.

19 Thereforetherebecamea
split againin the Jews because of
these words.

20 And many of them said,
He has a demon and is a raving
maniac; why do you hear him?

21 Others said, These are
absolutely not the spoken words
of onedemonized. Doesademon
have power to open the eyes of
theblind?

22 And it was the dedica-
tion?2in Jerusalem, and it wasthe
rainy season.

23 And Jesuswalked in the
templein Solomon’s porch.

24 Therefore the Jews sur-
rounded himand said to him, Until
whendoyoulift up our soul insus-
pense?If youarethe Chrigt, say it
tousopenly.

22.10:22 dedication, engkainia, an an-
nual feast celebrated eight days beginning on
the 25th of Chislev (middle of December),
instituted by Judas Maccabaeus (BC 164) in
memory of the cleansing of the temple from
the pollutions of Antiochus Epiphanes, the
Syrian ruler of Israel after Alexander the Great
from 175-164 BC. This event occurred be-
tween the time of Malachi and the Gospels,
and is recorded in the Bible as a prophecy in
Daniel over two hundred years before it took
place, Dan 11:31.

26 Butyou absolutely do not
believe, because you are abso-
lutely not of my sheep, just as |
said to you,

and | know them, and they fol-
low me;

28 Andl givetothemeternal
life, and they will absolutely inno
way bedestroyed forever, and ab-
solutely not any will seizethem out
of my hand.

29 My Father, who hasgiven
them to me, is greater than all,
and absolutely not any has power
to seize them out of my Father’s
hand.

30 | and my Father are one.

31 Thereforeagainthe Jews
lifted up stonesin order that they
might stone him.

32 Jesus answered them,
Many beautiful good works |
have showed you out of my Fa-
ther; for which of theseworksdo
you stone me?

33 The Jewsanswered him,
saying, Concerning a beautiful
good work we absolutely do not
stone you, but concerning blas-
phemy, and becauseyou, beinga
man, make yourself God.

34 Jesus answered them, Is
it absolutely not written in your
law, | said, You are gods? psas2:6

35 If hecalledthem gods, to
whom theword of God was - and
the Scripture absol utely does not
have power to be broken -

36 Doyou say of himwhom
the Father sanctified and set apart
and sent into theworld, that, You
blaspheme, because | said, | am
Son of God?

37 Ifl absolutdy donot dothe
worksof my Father, do not believe
me.

38 But if | do, and you do
not believeme, believetheworks,
in order that you may know, and
may believe, that the Father isin
me, and | inhim.

39 Therefore they sought
again to seize him, and he went
out of their hand,

40 And went away again
across Jordan into the place
where John at first was baptiz-
ing, and stayed there.

41 And many came to him,
and said that, John indeed did
absolutely not one sign, but all
things whatever John said about
him weretrue.

42 And many believed into
him there.

CHAPTER 11

1 And a certain one was
weak, Lazarusfrom Bethany, out
of the village of Mary and
Martha, her sister.

2 And Mary was the one
oiling the Lord with myrrh, and
wiping hisfeet dry with her hair,
whose brother Lazarus was
weak.

3  Therefore his sisters set
apart one and sent to him, say-
ing, Lord, behold, whom you
love isweak.
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4  AndJesushearingit, said,
This weakness is absolutely not
to death, but for theglory of God,
so that the Son of God may be
glorified throughiit.

5 AndJesusloved Martha,
and her sister, and Lazarus.

6 Therefore as he heard
that hewasweak, thenindeed he
stayed two days in the place
where he was.

7 Thenafter thishesaysto
his disciples, Let us go into
Judaeaagain.

8 Hisdisciplessay to him,
Rabbi, presently the Jews were
seeking to stone you, and again
do you go away there?

9 Jesus answered, Are
there absolutely not twelve hours
intheday?1f anyonewalksinthe
day, he absolutely does not
stumble, because he seesthelight
of thisworld.

10 And if anyone walks in
the night, he stumbles, because
thereisnolight in him.

11 Hesaidthesethings, and
after this he says to them, Our
friend Lazarushasfallen asleep,
but | am going so that | may
awakehim.

12 Therefore his disciples
said, Lord, if hehasfallen adeep,
hewill be saved.

13 And Jesus had spoken
about hisdeath, and they thought
that he was talking about sleep-
inginsleep.

14 Thereforethen Jesussaid
to them openly, Lazarushasdied.

15 And | rgoice because of
you, that you may believe, since
| was absolutely not there, but let
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us go to him.

16 Therefore Thomas said,
the one called Twin, to his fel-
low-disciples, Let usgo, alsowe,
so that we may die with him.

17 Therefore Jesus coming,
found him four days already be-
ing held in the grave.

18 And Bethany was near
Jerusalem, about fifteen stadions;

19 And many of the Jews
had come to the ones around
Marthaand Mary that they might
console them concerning their
brother.

20 Therefore Martha, as
soon as she heard that Jesus is
coming, met him, and Mary was
sitting in the house.

21 ThereforeMarthasaidto
Jesus, Lord, if you had been here,
my brother absolutely would not
havedied.

22 But even now | see that
whatever you may ask of God,
God will giveto you.

23 Jesus says to her, Your
brother will rise.

24 Marthasaystohim, | see
that he will rise in the resurrec-
tioninthelast day.

25 Jesussaidtoher, | amthe
resurrection and thelife; the one
believinginto me, evenif hedies,
hewill live;

26 Andeveryoneliving and
believing into mewill absolutely
in no way die forever. Do you
believethis?

27 She says to him, Yes,
Lord; | havebelieved that you are
the Christ, the Son of God, the
one coming into the world.
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28 And having said these
things she went away and called
Mary, her sister, secretly, saying,
TheTeacher ispresent and callsfor
you.
29 Assoonassheheard, she
rises up quickly, and comes to
him.

30 AndJesushad absolutely
not yet comeinto thevillage, but
was in the place where Martha
met him.

31 Thereforethose Jews be-
ing with her inthe house, and con-
soling her, seeingthat Mary quickly
roseup and went out, followed her,
saying that, She goesaway tothe
gravethat she may weep there.

32 ThereforeMary, whenshe
camewhere Jesuswas, seeinghim,
fel downtohisfeet, sayingtohim,
Lord, if you had been here, my
brother absolutely would not have
died.

33 Jesustherefore, ashesaw
her weeping, and the Jews com-
ing down with her weeping,
sternly charged himself32 in the
Spirit, and was himself stirred,

34 And said, Where have
you placed him?They say tohim,
Lord, come and see.

35 Jesuswept.

36 Therefore the Jews said,
Behold, how heloved him!

33 11:33 sternly charged himself,
embrimaomai, to snort with anger, to sternly
charge someone or to command them with a
threat; used in Mtt 9:30; Mrk 1:43; 14:5, and
here in John 11:33 and 38. The phrase,
sternly charged himself in the Spirit,
and was himself stirred, indicates that Jesus
commanded Himself sternly and stirred Him-
self up in the Holy Spirit to have victory in
this greatest of all of His miracles. This is the
same thing that His ministers of the Word
have to do today when facing crises.

JOHN 11

37 Andsomeofthemsad, Did
he, the one opening theeyesof the
blind, absolutely not have power to
have so donethat even he should
not die?

38 Jesus therefore again
sternly charging himself within,
comestothegrave. Andit wasa
cave, and astone lying uponit.

39 Jesussaid, Lift away the
stone. The sister of the one hav-
ing expired, Martha, saysto him,
Lord, even now he smells, be-
causeit isthe fourth day.

40 Jesus says to her, Did |
absolutely not say toyou, that, if
you believe, you will gaze upon
the glory of God?

41 Therefore they lifted
away the stone where the dead
onewaslaid, and Jesuslifted his
eyes upward and said, Father, |
thank you that you have heard
me.

42 And | saw that you hear
me always, but because of the
multitude standing around | said
it, that they may believethat you
set me apart and sent me.

43 And saying these things,
he cried with a great voice,
Lazarus, Here! Outside!

44 And the one who was
dead came out, thefeet and hands
bound with burial swathings, and
his face was wrapped around
with atowel. Jesus saysto them,
Loose him, and let him go away.

45 Therefore many of the
Jews, those coming to Mary, and
having looked with special inter-
est at what Jesus did, believed
into him.
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46 And some of them went
away tothe Pharisees, and saidto
them what Jesus had done.

47 Thereforethehead priests
and the Pharisees gathered the
sanhedrin, and said, What arewe
doing, becausethisman doesmany
sgns

48 If we leave him thus, all
will believe into him, and the
Romanswill comeand take away
both our placeand race.

49 And one out of them,
Caiaphas, being the head priest
that year, said to them, You ab-
solutely do not see one thing,

50 And absolutely do not
reason that it is advantageous to
us that one man dies for the
people, and the whole race not
be destroyed.

51 Andthisheabsolutely did
not say from himself, but being
head priest that year, he proph-
esied that Jesus was about to die
for the race;

52 And absolutely not for
the race only, but that also he
might gather together the scat-
tered children of God into one.

53 Therefore from that day
they deliberated that they might
Kill him.

54 Therefore Jesus abso-
lutely did not walk any longer
openly among the Jews, but went
out from there into the region
near to the wasteland into a city
called Ephraim, and there spent
timewith hisdisciples.

55 And the Passover of the
Jews was near, and many went
up into Jerusalem out of the re-
gion before the Passover, that
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they might sanctify themselves.

56 Therefore they sought
Jesus, and spoke with one another,
gandinginthetemple, What doyou
think? That hewill absolutely not
comeintothefeast?

57 Andalsothehead priests
and the Phariseescommand that if
anyone knew where he was, he
shouldthusdisdoseit thet they might
szehim.

CHAPTER 12

1 ThereforeJesuscamesix
days before the Passover into
Bethany, where Lazaruswaswho
had died, whom he raised out
from the dead.

2 Therefore they made for
him adinner, and Martha served,
and Lazarus was one of the ones
reclining at the tablewith him.

3 Therefore Mary taking a
pound of myrrh of pure nard,
very precious, oiled the feet of
Jesus, and wiped hisfeet dry with
her hair, and the house wasfilled
with the fragrance of the myrrh.

4  Thereforeoneof hisdis-
ciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon’s
son, the one about to give him
over, says,

5 Why was this myrrh ab-
solutely not sold for three hun-
dred denarions and given to the
poor?

6 Andhesadthisabsolutely
not because he was concerned
about the poor, but becausehewas
athief, and held the bag, and lifted
away what wasthrownintoit.
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7 ThereforeJesussaid, Let
her; shehascarefully kept thisfor
the day of preparation of my
burid,

8 Becauseyouadwayshave
the poor with you, and me you
absolutely do not alwayshave.

9 Therefore a great multi-
tude of the Jewsknew that hewas
there, and they came absolutely
not because of Jesus only, but so
that they also might see Lazarus
whom he raised out from the
dead.

10 Andthehead priestscoun-
seled together that they also might
kill Lazarus,

11 Because through him
many of the Jeawswent away and
believed into Jesus.

12 On the next day a great
multitude coming into the feast,
hearing that Jesus was coming
into Jerusalem,

13 Took branches of palm
trees, and went out into a meet-
ingwith him, and cried, Hosannal * 3
Blessed isthe one coming in the
name of the Lord, theKing of Is-
ragl.

14 And finding a donkey
colt, Jesus sat upon him, asit is
written,

15 Do not fear, daughter of
Zion; behold, your King comes,
sitting on adonkey’s colt. zec9:9

16 Thesethingshisdisciples
absolutely did not know at the
first, but when Jesus was glori-
fied, then they remembered that
thesethingswerewritten onhim,

13 12:13 Hosanna, Hebrew meaning, Oh
save! To set free, to save.

andthat they did thesethingstohim.

17 Thereforethemultitudethat
was with him when he called
Lazarusout of hisgraveand raised
him out from the dead, bore wit-
ness.

18 The multitudes also met
him because of this, becausethey
heard of this sign he had done.

19 Therefore the Pharisees
said to themselves, Watch with
specia interest because you will
absolutely not benefit onething!
Behold, theworld has gone after
him.

20 And there were some
Greeks out of them going up in
order to prostrate themselvesin
thefeast;

21 Therefore these came
near to Philip, the one from
Bethsaida of Galilee, and re-
quested him, saying, Sir, wewill
to see Jesus.

22 Philipcomesand spesksto
Andrew, and again Andrew and
Philip speak to Jesus.

23 And Jesus answers them
saying, Thehour hascomethat the
Son of Man should beglorified.

24  Amen, amen, | say toyou,
Exceptagrainof wheat fdlinginto
theearth dies, it remainsaone, but
ifitdies, it bearsmuchfruit.

25 Theonelovinghissoul de-
groysit, and theonehating hissoul
inthisworldwill keepit into eter-
nd life

26 If anyone serves me, let
him follow me, and where | am,
therealso my servant will be, and
if anyone serves me, my Father
will honor him.
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27 Nowmy soul isdtirred, and
what shall | say? Father, save me
out of thishour, but for thiscausel
cametothishour.

28 Father, glorify your
name. Therefore a voice came
out of heaven, saying, | have both
glorified it, and will glorify it
again.

29 Therefore the people
standing and hearingit, said it was
thunder; others said, A heavenly
messenger spoketo him.

30 Jesusanswered and said,
This voice was absolutely not
because of me, but because of
youl.

31 Now is the judgment of
thisworld; now the ruler of this
world will be thrown out.

32 Andl,if I amlifted up out
of the earth, | will draw all to
myself.

33 Andhesaidthissgnifying
what death hewas about to die.

34 The multitude answered
him, We heard out of thelaw that
the Christ abides forever, and
how do you say that, It is neces-
sary for the Son of Man to be
lifted up? Who is this Son of
Man?

35 Therefore Jesus said to

them, Yet alittletimethelightis
with you. Walk while you have
the light, so that darkness does
not seize you, and the one walk-
ing in the darkness absolutely
does not see where he is going
away.
36 Whileyou havethelight,
believeinto thelight, so that you
may become children of light.
Jesus spoke these things, and
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going away, was concealed from
them.

37 Andhaving doneso many
signsinfront of them, they abso-
lutely did not believeinto him,

38 That the word of Isaiah,
the prophet, might be fulfilled,
which he said, Lord, who has
believed what we heard, and to
whom was the arm of the Lord
revealed?sas3:1

39 Thereforethey absolutely
did not have power to believe,
because again Isaiah said,

40 Hehasblindedtheir eyes,
and turned their heart to stone,
so that they might not see with
their eyes, and exercisethe mind
of their heart, and be turned back,
and | should heal them. 1sa6:9-10

41 These things Isaiah said
when he saw hisglory, and spoke
about him. 1sa6:1

42 Stll however, many even
of the rulers believed into him,
but because of the Phariseesthey
were absolutely not confessing
him, in order that they not be-
come excommunicated from the
Synagogue,

43 Because they loved the
glory of men morethantheglory
of God.

44 And Jesus cried out and
sad, Theonebdievingintomeab-
solutely does not believe into
me, but into the one sending me.

45 And the one looking at
mewith special interest, islook-
ing with special interest at the one
sending me.
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46 | havecomeintotheworld
aslight, sothat everyonebelieving
into mewill not stay in the dark-
ness.

47 And if anyone hears my
spoken words and does not be-
lieve, | do not judge him, because
| absolutely did not come that |
might judge the world, but that |
might save the world.

48 Theonesetting measide
and not taking my spoken words
has the one judging him - the
word that | spoke, that will judge
himinthelast day,

49 Becausel absolutely did
not speak out of myself, but the
one sending me, Father, he has
given me commandment, what |
may speak, and what | may say.

50 And | see that his com-
mandment is life everlasting;
therefore whatever | speak, just
asthe Father said to me, | speak
it.

CHAPTER 13

1 And before the feast of
the Passover, Jesusseeing that his
hour had come that he should
change places out of this world
to the Father, having loved his
own intheworld, heloved them
to the end.

2  Anddinner having been,
thedevil even now having thrown
into the heart of Judas Iscariot,
Simon’s son, to give him over,

3 Jesusseeing that the Fa-
ther had given al thingsinto his
hands, and that he came from
God, and goes away to God,

4  Herisesfrom thedinner,
and lays aside his garments, and
taking atowe hegirded himsdlf.

6 Therefore he comes to
Simon Peter, and Peter says to
him, Lord, do you wash my feet?

7  Jesusanswveredandsaidto
him, What | am doing you abso-
lutely do not seejust now, but you
will know after thesethings.

8 Petersaystohim, Youwill
absolutely not wash my feet ever;
Jesus answered him, If | do not
wash you, you have absolutely no
dlotmentwithme.

9 Simon Peter saysto him,
Lord, not my feet only, but also
my hands and my head.

10 Jesus says to him, The
onewho hasbeen bathed entirely
has absol utely no need other than
towash hisfeet, but isclean com-
pletely, and you are clean, but
absolutely not al,

11 Because he saw the one
giving him over; because of this
he said, You are absolutely not
all clean.

12 Therefore when he had
washed their feet, and had taken
hisgarments, reclining again, he
said to them, Do you know what
| have done to you?

13 Youcal meThe Teacher
and The Lord, and beautifully
well you say it, because so | am.



JOHN 13 4s1have done to you, you also should do; when he had dipped the piece of food, he gave it to Judas Iscariot

14 1f | therefore, The Lord
and The Teacher, have washed
your feet, you d'so oweit towash
oneanother’sfeet,

15 Becausel havegivenyou
an example, sothat just as| have
doneto you, you also should do.

16 Amen, amen, | say to
you, The servant isabsol utely not
greater than his lord, and the
apostle is absolutely not greater
than the one sending him.

17 If you see these things,
you are blessed if you do them.

18 | absolutely do not speak
of all of you; | ssewhom | chose,
but so that the Scripture is ful-
filled, The one eating bread with
melifted up hisheel over me. psa
41:9

19 Fromjust now | say it to
you beforeit is caused to be, that
whenitis, youmay believethat |
AM.

20 Amen, amen, | say to
you, The onetaking whomever |
send takes me, and the one tak-
ing metakesthe one sending me.

21 Jesussayingthesethings,
was stirred inthe Spirit and testi-
fied and said, Amen, amen, | say
to you that, One of you will give
meover.

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17 Andliftinghiscrosshewent
out into the place called A Skull,
which is called in Hebrew,
Golgotha,

18 Wherethey crucifiedhim,
and two others with him, on this
side, and onthat side, and Jesusin
themidst.

19 And Pilate wrote also a
title, and placed it upon the cross.
And it was written, JESUS THE
NAZARENE, THE KING OF THE
JEWS.

20 Therefore many of the
Jews read this title, because the
place where Jesus was crucified
was near to the city, and it was
written in Hebrew, in Greek, in
Latin.

21 Therefore the head
priests of the Jews said to Pilate,
Do not write, The King of the
Jews, but that he said, | am King
of the Jews.

22 Pilate answered, What |
have written, | have written.

23 Therefore the soldiers,
when they had crucified Jesus,
took hisgarmentsand madefour
parts, to each soldier a part, and
also histunic, and the tunic was
seamless, woven from the top
throughout.

24 They saidthereforetoone
another, Let usnot splitit, but cast
lotsabout it, whoseit will be, that
the Scripturebefulfilled, whichsad,
They parted my garmentsto them-
selves, and upon my clothing they
castlots. Thereforethesoldiersdid
thesethings. psa22:18

25 And there stood by the
crossof Jesushismother, and his
mother’ssister, Mary, the wife of
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Cleophas, and Mary, the
Magdalene.

26 Jesusthereforeseeing his
mother, and the disciple standing
by whom heloved, hesaysto his
mother, Woman, behold your
son!

27 Then he saysto the dis-
ciple, Behold your mother! And
from that hour the disciple took
her into hisown.

28 After this, Jesus seeing
that al thingseven now werefin-
ished, that the Scripture might be
finished, says, | thirst. psaso:21

29 Thereforeavessd full of
vinegar waslying there, and hav-
ingfilledaspongewithvinegar, and
wrapped hyssop around it, they
lifted it to hismouth.

30 When Jesustherefore had
taken the vinegar, he said, It is
finished, and bowing hishead, he
gave over his spirit.

31 Thereforethe Jews, since
it was the preparation, that the
bodies might not remain uponthe
crossin the Sabbath (because that
Sabbath was a great day) re-
quested Pilatethat their legsbebro-
ken, and be taken away.

32 Therefore the soldiers
came, and broke the legs of the
firgt, and of theother crucified with
him.

33 And coming upon Jesus,
when they saw he was already
dead, they absolutely did not
break hislegs;

34 Butoneof thesoldierswith
aspear pierced hisside, and im-
mediately came out blood and wa-
ter. zec 1210
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35 And the one seeing has
witnessed, and hiswitnessistrue,
and he seesthat he speaks truth-
fully, that you may believe.

36 Because these things
came to be that the Scripture be
fulfilled, A boneof him absolutely
shall not be shattered. exo12:46; Num
9:12; 1 Cor 5:7; Psa 34:20.

37 Andagain another Scrip-
turesays, They shall ook toward
him whom they pierced. zec 12:10;
Rev 1:7.

38 And after these things
Joseph from Arimathaea, being a
disciple of Jesus, but secretly be-
cause of the fear of the Jews, re-
guested Pilate that he might take
away the body of Jesus, and
Rilatealowed him. Hecamethere-
fore, and took away the body of
Jesus.

39 And Nicodemus came
al so, the one coming to Jesus by
night at first, bearing a mixture
of myrrh and aloes, about a hun-
dred pound.

40 Therefore they took the
body of Jesus, and bound it in
linen with the spices, asthe cus-
tom of the Jewsisto bury.

41 Andintheplacewherehe
was crucified therewasagarden,
and inthe garden anew tomb, in
which absolutely no one was
placed.

42 Thereforethere, because
of the preparation of the Jews,
because the tomb was near, they
laid Jesus.
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CHAPTER 20

1 Andonthefirst day of the
week Mary, the Magdalene,
comes at dawn, yet being dark,
to the tomb, and sees the stone
taken away out of the tomb.

2  Therefore she runs, and
comes to Simon Peter and to the
other disciplewhom Jesusloved,
and says to them, They took
away the Lord out of the tomb,
and we absolutely do not see
wherethey have placed him.

3  Peter thereforewent out,
and that other disciple, and came
to thetomb,

4  Andthetwotogether; and
theother discipleran more swiftly
infront of Peter, and camefirst to
thetomb.

5 Andheleaningover, sees
the linens lying outstretched;
however he absolutely did not go
in.

6 Therefore Simon Peter
comes following him, and went
into the tomb, and looks with
special interest at thelinenslying
outstretched,

7 Andthetowe whichwas
upon hishead absolutely not lying
with the linens, but wrapped to-
gether into one place apart.

8 Then therefore the other
discipleasowent in, theone hav-
ing come first to the tomb, and
he saw, and believed,

9 Because they absolutely
did not yet know the Scripture,
that it was necessary for him to
rise out from the dead.

10 Therefore the disciples
went away again to their homes.
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11 And Mary stood at t
tomb outside sobbing; therefore
as she was sobbing, she leaned
over to peer into the tomb,

12 Andlookswith specid in-
terest at two heavenly messengers
in white sitting down, one at the
head, and one at the feet, where
the body of Jesus had lain out-
stretched.

13 And they say to her,
Woman, why are you sobbing?
She says to them, Because they
have taken away my Lord, and |
absolutely do not seewherethey
have placed him.

14 And saying these things,
she turned around to the back,
and lookswith special interest at
Jesus standing, and absol utely did
not see that it was Jesus.

15 Jesus says to her,
Woman, why are you sobbing?
Whom do you seek? She, think-
ing that it was the gardener, says
to him, Lord, if you have borne
himaway, tell mewhereyou have
placed him, and | will lift him
away.

16 Jesus says to her, Mary.
She turning completely around,
saysto him, Rabboni, whichisto
say, Teacher.

17 Jesussaysto her, Do not
touch me, because | have abso-
lutely not yet ascended to my
Father, but go to my brothers,
and say to them, | ascend to my
Father, and to your Father, and to
my God, and your God.

18 Mary, the Magdalene,
came and announced to the dis-
ciplesthat she had seentheLord,
and he said these things to her.
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19 Thereforeit beingevening
on that day, the first day of the
week, and the doors having been
closed where the disciples were
gathered together because of fear
of the Jews, Jesus cameand stood
into the midst, and saysto them,
Peaceto you.

20 Andsayingthis heshowed
to them his hands and his side.
Thereforethedisciplesrejoiced at
seeingtheLord.

21 Therefore Jesus said to
them again, Peaceto you. Just as
my Father has set me apart and
sent me, | also send you.

22 And having said this, he
breathed on them, and says to
them, TaketheHoly Spirit;

23 To whomever you for-
give sins, they are forgiven to
them, and to whomever you re-
tain sins, they areretained.

24 And Thomas, one of the
twelve, called The Twin, was ab-
solutely not with them when
Jesus came.

25 Therefore the other dis-
ciplessaid to him, We have seen
the Lord. And he said to them,
Unless| seeinhishandstheform
of the spikes, and thrust my fin-
ger into theform of thespikes, and
thrust my hand into hisside, | will
absolutely not inany way believe.

26 Andafter eight daysagain
hisdiscipleswereinsde, and Tho-
mas with them. Jesus comes, the
doors having been closed, and
stoodinthemidst, and said, Peace
toyou.
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27 Then hesaysto Thomas,
Bring your finger here, and seemy
hands, and bring your hand, and
thrust it into my side, and do not
beunbdieving, but believing.

28 And Thomas answered
and saidto him, My Lord and my
God.

29 Jesussaystohim, Because
you have seen me, Thomas, you
havebelieved; blessed arethey not
seeing, and bdlieving.

30 Andtruly therefore many
other signs Jesus did before the
face of his disciples, which are
absolutely not written in this
scroll,

31 And these have been
written, so that you believe that
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of
God, and that believing you may
havelifein hisname.

CHAPTER 21

1 After these things Jesus
manifested himself again to the
disciplesupontheseaof Tiberias,
and he manifested himself inthis
way:

2 There were together
Simon Peter, and Thomas, called
The Twin, and Nathanael from
Canaof Galilee, and the sons of
Zebedee, and two others of his
disciples.

3 Simon Peter says to
them, | am going away fishing.
They say to him, And we are
coming with you. They went out,
and embarked into aboat imme-
diately, and in that night they
caught absol utely not onething.
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4  Andnow asit wasbecom-
ing dawn, Jesus stood upon the
shore; however thedisciplesabso-
lutely did not seethat it was Jesus.

5 Therefore Jesus says to
them, Children, do you not have
something to eat? They answered
him, Absolutely not!

6 And he said to them,
Throw the net into theright side
of theboat, and youwill find. They
therefore threw, and now they ab-
solutely did not have strength to
dragit fromthemultitudeof fish.

7 Therefore that disciple
whom Jesus loved saysto Peter,
It isthe Lord. Therefore Simon
Peter hearing that it wasthe Lord,
he girded on his outer garment
(because hewasnaked), and threw
himsdlf intothesea.

8 And the other disciples
came in a boat (because they
wereabsolutely not far fromland,
but about two hundred cubits)
dragging the net with fish.

9 Thereforeassoon asthey
disembarked to land, they saw a
bed of coalslying spread out, and
fish lying upon it, and bread.

10 Jesussaystothem, Bring
from the little fish which you
caught now.

11 Simon Peter went up, and
dragged the net into the land full
of big fish, a hundred and fifty-
three, and being so many, the net
absolutely did not split.

12 Jesussaystothem, Here,
have dinner, and absolutely not
one of the disciples dared ques-
tion him, Who are you? Seeing
that it wastheLord.
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13 Jesusthereforecomes, and
takesthebread, and givesto them,
andthelittlefishamilarly.

14 Thisis now three times
Jesus manifested himself to his
disciples, having been raised out
of the dead.

15 Therefore having dined,
Jesus saysto Simon Peter, Simon,
son of Jonah, do you love me
morethan these? He saysto him,
Yes, Lord; you see that | love
you. He says to him, Feed my
lambs.

16 Hesaystohimagainthe
second time, Simon, son of
Jonah, do you love me? He says
to him, Yes, Lord; you seethat |
love you. He saysto him, Shep-
herd my sheep.

17 He saysto him the third

time, Simon, son of Jonah, do
you love me? Peter was saddened
because he said to him the third
time, Do you Love me? And he
said to him, Lord, you see all
things; you know that | loveyou.
Jesus saysto him, Feed my little
sheep.
18 Amen, amen, | say to
you, When you were young you
girded yoursalf, and wal ked about
wherever youwilled, andwhenyou
become old you will stretch out
your hands, and another will gird
you, and carry you whereyou ab-
solutely do not will to go.

19 Andthishesaidsignifying
by what kind of death he should
glorify God. And having said this,
hesaystohim, Follow me.

0 And Peter turning back,
seesthedisciplewhom Jesusloved
following, who also |eaned back
upon hischest at supper, and said,
Lord, who isthe one giving you
over?

21 Seeinghim, Peter saysto
Jesus, Lord, and what about him?

22 Jesussaystohim, If I will
himtoremainuntil | come, what is
ittoyou?Youfollow me.

23 Thereforethisword went
out into the brothersthat that dis-
ciplewill absolutely not die, and
Jesusabsolutely did not say tohim
that hewill absolutely not die, but,
If I will himtoremainuntil | come,
what isittoyou?

24 Thisisthedisciplewitness-
ing about thesethings, and writing
these things, and we see that his
witnessistrue.

25 Anddsotherearesomany
other thingswhich Jesusdid, if they
wereeveryonewritten, | imagine
that absolutely not eventheworld
itself would have spacefor thewrit-
tenscrolls. Amen.
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
