The First Epistle Of Paul The Apostle
ToThe THESSALOIANS 1 THESSALONIANS1-2

Paul remembers the work of faith, love, cheerful endurance,

CHAPTER 1

1 Paul, and Silvanus, and
Timothy, to the church of the
Thessaloniansin Father God and
the Lord Jesus Christ: Grace to
you, and peace, from our Father
God, and the Lord Jesus Christ.

2 We give thanks to God
always concerning all of you,
mentioning you upon our
prayers,

3 Remembering without
ceasing your work of faith, and
thetoil of love, and cheerful en-
durance of hope in our Lord
Jesus Christ, in front of God and
our Father,

4  Seeing, brothersbeloved,
your being chosen under God,

5 Because our good news
absolutely was not caused to be
to you in word only, but also in
power, andintheHoly Spirit, and
inmuch full assurance, asyou see
what kind of men wewereamong
you because of you.

6 And you became imita-
tors of us, and of the Lord, re-
ceiving the word in much tribu-
lation with joy of theHoly Spirit,

7 So that you were ex-
amples to all those believing in
Macedoniaandin Achaia,

8 Because from you
sounded out theword of theLord
absolutely not only in Macedonia
and Achaia, but also in every
place your faith toward God has
gone out, so that we do not have
the need to speak anything,
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9 Becausethey themselves
announce concerning us what
manner of entrance we have to
you, and how you turned to God
fromidolsto servetheliving and
true God,

10 And to wait for his Son
out of heaven, whom he raised
from the dead, Jesus, who deliv-
ered us out of the coming wrath.

CHAPTER 2

1 Becauseyouyourselves,
brothers, see our entranceto you,
that it absolutely was not empty,

2 But having suffered be-
fore, also being abused, as you
see, in Philippi, wewere outspo-
ken in our God to speak to you
the good news of God in many
contests,

3 Becauseour comfort was
absolutely not out of leading
astray, and absolutely not out of
uncleanness, and absolutely not
in baited entrapment,

4 But as we have been
tested of God to be entrusted
with the good news, even so we
speak, absolutely not aspleasing
men, but God, who tests our
hearts,

5 Becauseabsolutdy not at
any time did we cause flattering
words to be, asyou see, and ab-
solutely not a pretext of covet-
ousness, God iswitness,

6 Andabsolutely not seek-
ing glory of men, and absolutely
not from you, and absolutely not
from others, having power to be
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1 THESSAL ONIANS 3 Paul’s loving, blameless conduct among them who are his crown

in weight as the apostles of
Christ.

7 Butwebecamechildlike
in your midst, as a nurse brood-
ing over her children;

8 Inthisway yearning over
you, we werethinking it good to
give over to you, absolutely not
only the good news of God, but
also our own souls, on the very
account that you have become
beloved to us,

9 Because you remember,
brothers, our toilsand hardships,
working night and day toward
not being heavy upon any of you,
we preached to you the good
news of God. Note 1 Cor 9:13

10 You are witnesses, and
God, how sacredly, and righ-
teoudly, and blamelesdy wewere
to those of you believing,

11 Exactly as you see how
as afather to his children, com-
forting you, and consoling, and
testifying to each one of you,

12 Foryoutowalk worthily
of God, the one calling you into
hiskingdom and glory.

13 And because of this we
givethanksto God without ceas-
ing, because, taking to yourself
theword, hearing God alongside
of us, you absolutely did not re-
ceiveit as the word of men, but
just asit isin truth, the word of
God, which also supernaturally
worksin those of you believing,

14 Because you, brothers,
becameimitators of the churches
of God, those being in Judaeain
Christ Jesus, because you also
have suffered these things under
your own fellow-tribesmen, just
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as they under the Jews,

15 Thosewhoalsokilledthe
L ord Jesus, and their own proph-
ets, and have pursued us, and
they do not please God, and are
opposed to all men,

16 Stopping us from speak-
ing to the races that they may be
saved, tofill uptheir sinsalways,
and thewrath hasalready arrived
uponthemtothelimit.

17 And we, brothers, being
orphaned from you for a short
time, in face, absolutely not in
heart, exerted earnest speed su-
per-abundantly to see your face
In much passion.

18 On thisvery account we
willed to come to you, truly, |
Paul, and one time, and twice,
and Satan cut into us,

19 Because what is our
hope, or joy, or crown of boast-
ing?lsit absolutely not even you
infront of our Lord Jesus Christ
in his coming to be at our side?

20 Because you are our
glory and joy.

CHAPTER 3

1 Consequently no longer
covering over in silence, we
thought it good to be left behind
in Athensalone,

2 And sent Timothy, our
brother, and minister of God, and
our fellow-worker in the good
news of Christ, to cause you to
be steadfastly set, and to comfort
you concerning your faith,

3  That no one be wagged
back and forth in these tribula-
tions, becauseyou seethat welie
outstretched for this,



Timothy reported to Paul their faith and love; sexual purity 1 THESSAL ONIANS 4

4  Because aso, when we
were with you, we said to you
beforehand that we were about
to be pressed, just as it came to
be, and you see.

5 Becauseof this, | dsono
longer coveringit overinsilence,
sent to know your faith, lest
somehow the one tempting
tempted you, and our toil be for
emptiness.

6  Andnow Timothy’scom-
ing to usfrom you, and announc-
ing good newsto usof your faith
and love, and that you have in-
herent good remembrance of us
always, craving to see us, exactly
aswe also to see you.

7  Becauseof this, brothers,
we were comforted over you in
al our tribulation and distress
through your faith,

8 Because now we live, if
you stand firm in the Lord.

9 Because what thanks do
we have power to give back to
God concerning you, over all the
joy with which we rejoice be-
cause of you in front of our God,

10 Night and day super-
abundantly petitioning for the
seeing of your face, and to thor-
oughly completethe thingslack-
inginyour faith?

11 AndGod himself and our
Father, and our Lord Jesus
Christ, fully make our way
straight to you.

12 And the Lord make you
to increase, and super-aboundin
love to one another, and to all,
exactly aswe also to you,

13 Tocauseyour heartsto be
deadfadtly set blameessinholiness
infront of our God and Father in
thecoming of our Lord JesusChrist
to stand by our side with al his
snts.

CHAPTER 4

1 Thereforefortheremain-
ing, brothers, we ask you, and
comfort you in the Lord Jesus,
that just as you have taken to
yourself alongside of ushow you
ought to walk and to please God,
that you super-abound more,

2 Becauseyou seewhat or-
ders we gave you through the
Lord Jesus,

3 Becausethisisthewill of
God: your sanctification, that you
abstain from sexual promiscuity,

4  To see each one of you
procure for himself hisvessel in
sanctification and honor,

5 Not in passionate pas-
sions, even as the races who do
not see God,

6 Not to go beyond, and
overreach hisbrother in the mat-
ter; onthisvery account theLord
carriesout justice concerning all
these, aswealso have said to you
already, and solemnly witnessed,

7 Because God has abso-
lutely not called us toward un-
cleanness, but in holiness.

8 Consequently theonede-
spising, absolutely does not de-
spise man, but God, the one giv-
ing hisHoly Spirit to us.

9  Andconcerning brotherly
love, you have absolutely no need
for me to write to you, because
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you yourselvesaretaught by God
to love one another,

10 Becauseasoyoudoitto-
ward all the brothers in all
Macedonia, and we call you to
our side, brothers, to super-
abound more,

11 And that you be fond of
the honor to be quiet, and to prac-
ticeyour own things, and to work
with your own hands, as we
charged you,

12 That you may walk in
good form toward those outside,
and have need of not one thing.

13 And | will you to abso-
lutely not be ignorant, brothers,
concerning those fallen asleep,
that you not be sad, even as the
rest having no hope,

14 Becauseif webdievethat
Jesusdied and roseagain, inthis
way also those having fallen
asleep God through Jesus will
bring with him,

15 Because we say this to
you in aword of the Lord, that
we, those living, those left all
around unto the coming of the
Lord to beat our side, will abso-
lutely not arrive before those hav-
ing fallen asleep,

16 Because the Lord him-
self, in ashout, in avoice of the
chief heavenly messenger, andin
a trumpet of God, will descend
from heaven, and the dead in
Christ will stand up first;

17 Thenwe, theonesliving,
the ones left all around, at the
same time will be taken to him-
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df withthem, inclouds, toamest-
ingof theLordintheair,andinthis
way forever we shall bewith the
Lord.

18 Therefore comfort one
another in these words.

CHAPTERS

1 Andconcerningthetimes
and the seasons, brothers, you
have absolutely no need to be
written to,

2 Because you yourselves
see exactly that the day of the
Lord so comes as a thief in the
night,

3 Because when they say,
Peace and security, then sudden
destruction comes upon them,
exactly as birth pains upon one
having a child in her stomach,
and they shall absolutely not es-
cape.

4  And you, brothers, are
absolutely not in darkness, that
the day should seize you as a
thief.

5 You are al children of
light, and children of the day; we
are absolutely not of the night,
and absolutely not of darkness,

6 Therefore do not let us
fall asleep, as also the rest, but
let us keep awake, and be sober,

7 Because those sleeping,
sleep in the night, and those
drunk, are drunk in the night.

8 And being of the day, let
usbe sober, putting on the breast-
plate of faith and love, and the
helmet of the hope of salvation,
Note Gen 3:8
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9 Because God has abso-
lutely not placed us into wrath,
but into purchasing salvation
through our Lord Jesus Christ,

10 The one having died for
us, that whether we wake or
sleep, welivetogether with him.

11 Therefore comfort one
another, and each one build up
the other one, even as also you
do.

12 And we ask you, broth-
ers, to see those toiling among
you, and standing before you in
the Lord, and who put you in
mind of God's will,

13 And govern them to be
exceeding abundantly loved be-
cause of their work; be at peace
inyourselves.

14 And we call on you,
brothers, those being disorderly
put in mind not to be disorderly,
comfort those puny in soul,'4
hold up the weak, be patient to-
ward all.

15 See that no one gives
back evil for evil to anyone, but
always pursuetheinherent good,
also to one another, and to all.

16 Rejoiceaways.

17 Pray without ceasing.

18 Ineverything givethanks,
becausethisisthewill of Godin

Christ Jesusto you.

19 Do not extinguish the
Spirit.

20 Do not make

prophesyingsto be utterly noth-
in

the beautifully good.

14 5:14 puny in soul, oligopsuchous, literally,
puny-souled, being littlein attitude.

22 Abstain from al appear-
ance of evil.

23 And the God of peace
himself sanctify you completein
every part, and your whole spirit,
and soul, and body be kept
blameless in the coming of our
Lord Jesus Christ to be at our
side.

24 Faithful istheonecalling
you, who also will do it.

25 Brothers, pray for us.

26 Embraceall the brothers
inaholy Kiss.

27 | put you under oath to
the Lord that the letter be read
to all the holy brothers.
