6 Everyoneabidinginhim
absolutely doesnot sin; everyone
sinning absolutely has not seen
him, nor known him.

For thisthe
Son of God was manifested, in
order to loose us fromthe works
of the devil.

9 Everyone having been
begotten of God absolutely does
not do sin, because hisseed stays
inhim, and he absol utely doesnot
have power to sin, because heis
begotten of God.®

93:9Thisverseistrandated literally and word
for word asit appearsin the Greek. The verb be-
gottenisthe sameword as begot inthe geneal ogi-
cal tables, whichinKJV isawaystrandated begat
inthegenealogical tables, but istrandated bornin
most other places. Itsprimary meaning isto beget,
that isto conceiveand givebirthto. ltsmain mean-
ing and purposeisto show that the one begotten
came from and is of the same nature as the ones
who begot him or her. ltsmain meaningisnot the
physical birth processin which the baby is deliv-
ered out of thebody of the mother, but hasprimary
referenceto thefull production of seed from con-
ception through delivery. Thisisespecially true of
thewordtiktowhichinKJV isregularly translated
delivered (of child), but itsmain meaningisto pro-
duce the mature seed. Again itsmain meaning is
not simply thedelivery aswethink of inamother
giving birth at the time of maturity, but that the
child brought out of her body was begotten with
the same nature as she and the father of the baby.
And we often use born in English in thisway. A
son or daughter born of hisor her parentsrefersto
theentire processof conception and delivery bring-
ing forth the mature seed, whose natureisthesame
astheparents, ahuman, not adog, or abird, or an
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1JOHN 3:9
angel, or atree, or anything else, but ahuman be-
gottenintheimageof hisor her parentswho were
created in theimage of God.

Inthe phraseabsolutely doesnot dosin, dois
not ahelper verb asin English, but isthe verb of
the phrase, and sinisanoun not averb. Everyone
begotten of God does not make sin. “Does’ and
“make” inthissentence arethetranslation of one
verb poieo, which meansmake or do. The Hebrew
asah, makeor do, correspondsexactly tothe Greek
poieo, make or do. The one begotten of God does
not make sin, doesnot do sin, does not fabricate or
manufacture sin, because His sperm (Greek
sperma), God's sperm, abidesin the one begotten
of Him, and the one begotten does absolutely no
sin. The one begotten of God absolutely does no
sin, because he absol utely does not have power to
sin(heresinistheverb, whereasinthefirst phrase
sinisanoun). The one begotten of God absolutely
doesnot have power to sin because heisbegotten
of God.

The Greek statement isabsolutely crystal clear.
The problem comesin how to apply it to thelives
of uswho have been begotten of God. We know
that the declaration of Godin 1 John 3:9 refersto
us who are believers, because God through the
Apostle John statesin 1 john 5:1, Whoever be-
lieves that Jesus is the Christ is begotten of
God. Soweknow God isspeaking of us. Theone
begotten of God overcomestheworld, 1 John 5:4,
and God statesflatly and unequivocally againin 1
John 5:18, We see that everyone having been
begotten of God absolutely does not sin, (here
only theverbtosinisused, and do or makeisnot
used inthissentence. We have added doesasahel p-
ing verb asapart of to sin); but theonebegotten
of God keeps himself, and that evil one abso-
lutely doesnot touch him. He declaresthistruth
in1John 3:6, and actually startsthe declaration of
thistruth in 3:3, and states it very clearly in 3:6.
God declaresthe opposite truth absol utely crystal
clear in 1 John 3:8, The one doing sin is of the
devil, and God's purposein sending His Soniinto
theworld wasto loose usfrom being held in this
bondage of doing sin. So 1 John 3:9isnot aniso-
lated statement. God declares the same truth
throughout 1 John asamain theme.

Since God'sstatementson thisarecrystal clear,
let me sharewith youwhat | believeto betheonly
explanation that is consistent with all the rest of
theBible:

When | was ayoung preacher, my pastor, Dr.
Percy Ray, one of the most godly men who ever
lived, brought to our church thetrand ation of the
New Testament by Dr. Charles B. Williams. Dr.
Williamstrand ated thisverse, Whoever isborn of
God does not continue to practice sin. He has a
footnote saying that the verb means habitual prac-
tice. Thiswastheinterpretation we adopted - that
abeliever’slife changed after being born of God,
and he or shedid not continuein sin asahabitual
way of life- which basically agreed with the Bible.
And so | adopted thisview of 1 John 3:9, and often
preached it. But after many yearsof living for God
and studying and preaching HisWord from begin-
ning to end, thisinterpretation did not squarewith
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The one begotten of God does not do sin

theunequivoca statementsof 1 John, nor withwhat
| had experienced, nor what | had seen other people
experience whom | had counseled and helped in
their Christian walk. There were several things |
knew (becausefor over fifty years| had faithfully
read every word of every book of the Bible, and
literally preached oneor moretimeson every verse
of the Bible. | made it a habit from shortly after
age 17, when | answered God's call to preach, to
always check the Hebrew and Greek text to know
for surethat my English translation gave theright
meaning) so therewere several things| knew:

(1) | knew that there was not one story in
the entire Bible giving the details of any per-
son who was ever begotten of God who later
became un-begotten, and was eternally lost.
Some people claim Judaswas saved, and then be-
camelost. Jesus states clearly that Judas was not
saved, but wasadevil, John 6:70. Jesus and John
declarein John 6:64, But ther e are some out of
you who absolutely do not believe - because
Jesus saw out of the beginning who those are
who arenot believing, and whoisthe onegiv-
ing him over. Very clearly thisverserefersto Ju-
das, whom the L ord Jesusknew to bean unbeliever
from beforethe day He chose him. What Judaslost
was not hissalvation, because he never had salva-
tion. He lost his overseership as an apostle, and
someone had to takethat position, Acts 1:20.

(2) | alsoknew that genuinebeliever ssinned
from timetotime, and somemorethan others,
and some stayed in a rebellious or careless
frame of mind longer than others. | knew this
from the Bible stories and teachings. | knew this
from my own experience. And | knew thisfrom
the experience of those | counseled and helped
down through the years. So | raised a question,
resulting from my previously adopted interpreta-
tion of 1 John 3:9, and the other versesin 1 John. |
asked God how many timesdoes aperson haveto
sinin agiven period of timefor it to be habitual
practice. Does habitual practice of sin consist of
30timesamonth, or thirty timesaweek, or thirty
timesaday? ThentheHoly Spirit brought to mind
thewords of Peter and Jesus: Mat 18:21-22, Then
Peter coming near, said tohim, L ord, how many
timeswill my brother sin against me, and | for-
givehim? Until seven times? Jesussaystohim,
| say to you, Absolutely not until seven times,
but, Until seventy timesseven. Thatis490times,
and Jesusdid not specify thetimeperiod, soit could
have been in one day. So | knew that reasoning
would not hold any weight with 1 John 3:9. So |
said that maybeit isthe type of sin that is meant.
Maybe one begotten of God would not do thesin
of fornication, but hemight act hypocritically some-
time, because all the Christians| have ever known
have at onetime or another acted somewhat hypo-
critically, including myself. But you know your
Bible. You know that Jesus condemned hypocrisy
much stronger than he did fornication, and even
Paul in 1 and 2 Corinthians never declared the
adulterer whowasliving with hisfather’swife, logt,
but only disciplined the man until he repented of
hisadultery, not until hegot saved again. So| was
running out of waysto try to maintain my adopted
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trangdation of 1 John 3:9.

(3) Thethird thing!l knew extremely well was
that no human being could look into another
human being's heart, and know for sureif he
or she had been begotten of God. | knew from
over fifty yearsof ministry asaman of God that |
could absolutely never be sureof any other human's
heart asto whether or not he had genuinely experi-
enced being begotten of God. | certainly had seen
many over theyearswho sure appeared outwardly
tobegenuinebelievers, who beforetheend of their
lives certainly proved to me outwardly the exact
opposite. | also knew otherswho certainly appeared
not to be very genuine, whoin later life proved to
bethe most genuine, at least asfar as| could see.
And | also noted clearly that somein one group of
believers made a certain group of sins to be the
ones that get you lost, and | would see another
group, who had adifferent list of sinsthat proved a
person had logt hisfaith, and their listsdid not agree.
And | searched the Bible, and | could not find ei-
ther group’slistintheBible. And | knew thewords
of Jesusin Mat 7:21-23 Not everyone who says
tome, Lord, Lord, will enter intothekingdom
of the heavens, but hewho doesthewill of my
Father whoisin the heaven. Many will say to
meinthat day, Lord, L ord, havewenot proph-
esied in your name, and in your name have
thrown out demons, and in your name done
many wor ks of power ?And then | will confess
to them that, | never knew you; depart from
me, you whowor k lawlessness. The people spo-
ken of intheseverseshad long ministries, and they
never were begotten of God. So, | concluded that
that trandlation of 1 John 3:9 was defective.

Oneday, as| dowly went over every Greek word
inthetext of 1 John 3:9, | asked God, “What do
these words mean? They are Your words, and |
want to know what they mean, because | am to-
tally uncomfortablewith every way | havetriedto
explaintheminthepast.” Inmy inmost being God
said, “I will ask you aquestion. When | begot you
into salvation, did | beget your body?’ | answered,
“No. | have certainly learned how by faith and
obedience to your good health laws and healing
power to keep mysdlf ingood health, but | certainly
have continued to age, and | know | will one day
die, and my body will be placed in the dust until
theresurrection, unlesstherapture comesfirst; so
my body did not get born of God.” And He said,
“Was your soul begotten of God when | saved
you?’ Now by thistimein my Christianwalk, and
years of maturity, and Bible study, | had learned
that my soul wasthe principle of earthly, biologi-
cd life, through which my mind, emotions, and will
operated whileon earth, that it wasthe channel of
the human personality capable of expressing my-
salf through my body. And | searched the Bible
and could not find anywhere, whereaperson’ssoul
was born of God. | found where the mind went
through metamorphosis and was renewed, Rom
12:2, but nowhere did the Bible speak of the soul
being begotten of God. The one begotten of the
flesh isflesh, and the one begotten of the Spirit
isspirit (not soul), John 3:6. So God said, “What

1JOHNS:9

part of you was begotten of God when | saved
you?’ | answered, “My spirit.” God said, “Your
spirit has been begotten by Me by the Holy Spirit.
You now areprimarily aborn of God spirit, witha
soul, and with abody. Your born of God spirit does
not have power to sin, becausetheprincipleof death
that was previously inyour spirit from Adam has
been removed when My Spirit begot you from
above. Your new nature and person causes your
soul - your mind, your emotions, and your will - to
go through ametamorphosisof renewal, sometimes
gradually, sometimes suddenly and dramatically,
but all moving toward thefinal metamorphosis of
your entire person when your body goesthrough
itsmetamorphosisin death and find renewal inthe
bodily resurrection. Sinceyou have been begotten
of Meinyour spirit, | guarantee the outcome of
your soul and body, because My seed staysin your
spirit to guarantee the outcome. You have already
found that over the years, many sinsthat used to
be avery strong temptation, now have absolutely
no attraction for you whatever. That isbecause my
seed withinyour spirit ispermeating your soul and
your body. When your mind or feelings or mouth
or handsor feet stumbleinto sin, itismore repul-
siveto you than it used to be.” The saved person
gets out of sin quicker. You understand Peter’s
illustration, The dog has reverted upon his
own vomit, and the washed sow to her
wallow in the mud, 2 Pet 2:22. The genuine
sheep gets out of the mud as soon as possible;
the sow reverts to the mud as soon as pos-
sible. | thank God that | am one of God's
sheep, and that Jesus was speaking of me when
He said, My sheep hear my voice, and |

know them, and they follow me, John
10:22.

The early Christians understood this teach-
ing that their spirit was begotten of God and
therefore without sin, and those who were
not genuine believers took it and made a her-
esy of it. The Gnostics taught that humans
are composed of two opposing substances,
the spiritual which is good, and the physical
which is evil. Among other things they taught
that their spirits were from an emanation of
God, that is, the lowest god was from a series
of gods that emanated from the ultimate God,
because the physical was so sinful that it could
not be touched by a holy God. So since the
body was incurably evil, there was no need to
restrain its activities. Since a person was pure
in his spirit, and his body was evil, he could
lie, steal, commit fornication, or anything
else, and it not affect his perfect spirit, be-
cause the spirit was actually disconnected
from the body. According to the gnostics you
could do with your body whatever brought
pleasure because it did not affect your spirit. |
have heard unbelievers who are still domi-
nated by their old fleshly nature say, “Well, if
| believed what you say, | would get saved, and
then do whatever | want to that gives me
pleasure.” A genuine believer, one with a spirit
begotten of God, cannot take that attitude.
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1 JOHN 3 ] G
His soul has been affected by his perfect spirit,
and though he fails at times, he is growing in
Christ likeness. That is the same thing Paul
addressed in Rom 6:1-2, What therefore
shall we say? Shall we stay in sin that
grace may super-abound? It shall not be!
How shall we who died to sin, still live in
it? Since in any false doctrine there are al-
ways other groups who come up with differ-
ent versions, a strain of gnosticism gave rise
to Christian monasticism and monasteries.
So called Christians entered monasteries to
deny the evil of the body, because to them the
normal activities of the body were evil. That
is why celibacy became viewed as a holier
state than marriage, and not making a living
by physical labor became more holy than the
people working in ordinary physical work of
crops, manufacturing, etc. Again, the outward
does not determine salvation, because, no
doubt many of those who entered monaster-
ies were genuine believers, but many were not
as the story of Martin Luther clearly illus-
trates. Believing in monasteries does not save
you, and not believing in monasteries does
not save you. Many people in evangelical
churches are not begotten of God just as the
atheist is not begotten of God. You are saved
when you are begotten of God by believing
into His Son who died and rose again for us.

The true biblical perspective is that the one and
only true and living God created all things, both
spiritual, psychological, and physical; that sinen-
tered the universethrough the choice of God'shigh-
est crested heavenly messenger, Lucifer, who chose
totry to be God, and fell from hisinnocent state,
aong with the heavenly messengers who joined
him, 1sa14:12ff; Ezk 28:12ff; thisfallen messen-
ger tempted Adam and Eve in the Garden at the
very beginning, and through their sin, their spirits
died to God, and the sin nature entered all those
begotten by Adam and Eve, whom, | trust you
know by now that that isall of us. God, beforeall
of thiscameto be, predestined that His Son would
comeinto theworld begotten by theHoly Spiritin
thebody of the Virgin Mary, and becometheMan
Jesus, theMessiah, Jesus Christ, the Nazarene, who
wasboth God and Man in one person, wholived a
perfect lifeasamanin our place, diedin our place
upon the cross asthe sacrificeto cover al our sins
with His blood, 1 Pet 1:19-20. God raised Him
from the dead; He anointed the Holy of Holiesin
heaven for uswith Hisown blood to cover all our
sins, Heb 10:24; He appeared to many of Hisdis-
ciplesover aperiod of forty days, and physically
ascended from the earth beforethe eyes of Hisdis-
ciples; aglory cloud from God took Him out of
their sight; Hewas seated out from theright hand
of the Father where He ever intercedesfor us; and
Hewill comeagain to be at our side; and we will
reignwith Him onethousand yearsupon thisearth;
and we will reign with Him forever in the new
heaven and the new earth. Thefirst man Adam
becamealiving soul; thelast Adam, alife-giv-
ing Spirit, 1 Cor 15:45.

your spirit the perfect holy life of God, which
begins to permeate your entire being, and com-
pletes that process in your bodily resurrec-
tion from the dead.

When he saves us, the process of
eternal life is begun irreversibly in our spirit
begotten into His likeness, and will ultimately
result in the total salvation of our soul and
our body.

Soon sin will be permanently removed from our
soulsand bodiesin death and in theresurrection. |
trust that this extended explanation will help you
receiverevel ation knowledge on 1 John 3:9. Look

3 And every spirit who
doesnot confess, Jesus Christ has
come in flesh, is absolutely not
of God, and this is the spirit of
the Anti-Christ, of which you
heard that heis coming, and now
already isintheworld.

4 You are of God, little
children, and have conquered
them, because greater is he who
isin you than he who is in the
world.

5 They are of the world,;
therefore they talk out of the
world, and theworld hearsthem.

6 We are of God; the one
knowing God hears us; the one
absolutely not of God absolutely
does not hear us. Out of thiswe
know the Spirit of truth, and the
spirit of going astray.

7 Beloved, let uslove one
another, because love is of God,
and everyone loving is begotten
of God, and knows God.

8 Theonenot loving abso-
lutely does not know God, be-
cause God islove.

9 In this the love of God
was manifested in us, because
God has set apart and sent his
only begotten Soninto theworld,
that we might live through him.
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1 JOHN 5 His love is perfected in us; no fear in love; the one begotten of God conquers the world

10 Inthisislove, absolutely
not that we loved God, but that
heloved us, and set apart and sent
his Son acovering for our sins.

11 Beloved, if God soloved
us, we also ought to love one
another.

12 Absolutdly noonehasseen
God at any time. If we love one
another, God staysin us, and his
loveisperfectedinus.

13 In thiswe know that we
stay in him, and hein us, because
he has given to us out of his
Spirit.

14 And we have seen and
bear witness that the Father has
set apart and sent the Son as Sav-
ior of theworld.

15 Whoever confesses that
Jesus is the Son of God, God
staysin him, and hein God.

16 Andwe have known and
have believed thelovewhich God
has in us. God is love, and the
onestayinginloveabidesin God,
and God in him.

17 Inthislove hasbeen per-
fected with us, that we have out-
spokenness in the day of judg-
ment, because as he is, even so
arewein thisworld.

18 There is absolutely no
fear in love, but perfect love
throwsfear out, becausefear has
punishment, and the one fearing
has absol utely not been perfected
inlove.

19 Welovehim, because he
first loved us.

20 If anyone says, | love
God, and hates his brother, heis
aliar, becausethe onenot loving
his brother whom he has seen,
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how does he have power to love
God whom he absolutely has not
seen?

21 And we have this com-
mandment from him that, The
one loving God also love his
brother.

CHAPTERS

1 Whoever believes that
Jesusisthe Christ is begotten of
God, and everyoneloving theone
begetting, also loves the one be-
gotten of him.

2 Inthiswe know that we
love the children of God, when-
ever we love God and keep his
commandments,

3 Because thisis the love
of God, that we keep his com-
mandments, and his command-
ments are not heavy,

4  Becauseeveryonehaving
been begotten of God conquers
theworld, and thisisthe conquer-
ing that conquers the world, our
faith.

5 Who isthe one conquer-
ing the world, except the one
believing that Jesusisthe Son of
God?

6 This is the one coming
through water and blood, Jesus
Christ; not in water only, but in
water and blood. And the Spirit
isthe onewitnessing, becausethe
Spirit isthe truth,

7 Because there are three
bearing witness in heaven, the
Father, the Word, and the Holy
Spirit, and these three are one.



The one having the Son has life; whatever we ask, we see that we have the requesis 1 JOHN 5

8 Andtherearethreebear-
ing witnessintheearth, the Spirit,
and thewater, and the blood, and
the three are into the one.

9 If wetakethe witness of
men, the witness of God is
greater, because this is the wit-
ness of God which he has wit-
nessed concerning his Son.

10 Theonebdievingintothe
Son of God has the witness in
himself; the one not believing
God hasmadehim aliar, because
he has absolutely not believed
into the witness which God has
witnessed concerning his Son.

11 And thisis the witness,
that God gave useverlasting life,
andthislifeisin hisSon.

12 The one having the Son
hasthelife, and the one not hav-
ing the Son of God absolutely
does not have thelife.

13 These things | wrote to
you, those believing into the
name of the Son of God, that you
may know that you have everlast-
ing life, and that you may believe
into the name of the Son of God.

14 And this is the outspo-
kennessthat we havetoward him,
that if we ask anything accord-
ing to hiswill, he hears us,

15 And if we see that he
hears us, whatever we ask, we
seethat we havetherequeststhat
we asked from him.

16 If anyoneseeshisbrother
sinning a sin not unto death, he
shdl ask, and hewill givehimlife
for those not sinning unto death.
Thereisasin unto death; | abso-
lutely do not say he should ask
concerning that.

17 All unrighteousnessissin,
and there is a sin absolutely not
unto death.

18 We see that everyone
having been begotten of God ab-
solutely does not sin, but the one
begotten of God keeps himself,
and that evil one absolutely does
not touch him. Note1 Jn 3:9

19 Weseethat weareof God,
and the whole world lies out-
stretchedintheevil one.

20 And we see that the Son
of God hasarrived, and hasgiven
usan exercising of mind, that we
may know the true one, and we
are in the true one, in his Son,
Jesus Christ. Thisisthetrue God,
andthelife everlasting.

21 Little children, keep
yourselvesfromidols. Amen.
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
